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NOTICE TO OUT-OF-STATE LICENSEES

On January 1, 2011, Section 5050(b) of the Business and Professions Code on
temporary and incidental practice will become inoperative. As a result, non-California
CPAs who may have practiced under Section 5050(b) should carefully evaluate whether
their activities would require them to file a practice privilege to ensure they are
practicing lawfully.

Additionally, California’s Safe Harbor provision (CCR Title 16, Section 30), which
allowed out-of-state CPAs five days in which to file a Practice Privilege Notification
Form following the commencement of practicing in California, will expire on December
31, 2010. Beginning on January 1, 2011, a Practice Privilege Notification Form must be
filed with the California Board of Accountancy (CBA) prior to practicing public
accountancy in the state.
