OPEN SESSION

Agenda Item 1 — Call the meeting to Order / Roll Call / Pledge of Allegiance/
Establishment of Quorum

The meeting was called to order at 10: 00 a.m., Executive Officer (EO) Andy Foster called
Roll and a quorum was established.

Agenda Item 2 — Welcome —Chairman’s opening remarks

Chairman John Carvelli welcomed everyone to the meeting and stated he is confident the
California State Athletic Commission (Commission or CSAC) is fiscally sound, efficiently
and effectively administered, and in his humble opinion the regulatory example, both on a
national and international basis, for providing dynamic and common-sense leadership in
all aspects of combat sports. He stated 2017, and the years to come, represent the year of
the 10-Point Plan (Plan) addressing severe dehydration and weight cutting and gaining. A
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plan conceived and implemented by the Commission’s Executive Officer, Andy Foster and
the Commissioners. He mentioned the Plan has also been approved nationally by the
Association of Boxing Commissions (ABC), is currently being implemented in many states,
with the potential of more states adopting it, as well as foreign countries. He stated the 10-
Point Plan has and will fulfill the Commission’s clear mission to protect and defend the
health and safety of athletes in combat sports.

Agenda Item 3 — Election of Officers for 2018 Pursuant to the Requirements of
Business and Professions Code Section 18606.
Spencer Walker, Legal Counsel, called for nominations for Chair and Vice Chair elections.

Commissioner Shen Urquidez motioned to re-elect John Carvelli for Chairman and Mary
Lehman for Vice Chair.

Mr. Walker called for additional nominations. There were none.

The motion passed 6-0 by roll call vote.

Agenda Item 4 — Approval of the December 12, 2017, Commission Meeting Minutes
EO, Andy Foster presented the Commission with the minutes of the December 12, 2017,
Commission Meeting for approval.

Commissioner Shen-Urquidez motioned fo approve the minutes.
Commissioner Vernon Williams seconded the motion.

Commissioner Shen-Urquidez mentioned her revisions were sent in an email to the
Commission office. Vice Chair Mary Lehman reviewed her revisions aloud.

Commissioner Shen-Urquidez amended her motion to approve the minutes as revised.
Commissioner Veron Williams seconded the amended mofion.

No public comment.
The motion passed 6-0 by roll call vote.

Agenda Item 10 — Report on CSAC 10 Point Plan to address severe dehydration and
weight cutting in MMA

EO Foster reported from the time the plan was approved, the Commission continued to
implement it, weighing the fighters and recommending to them they compete in more
appropriate weight categories. He mentioned Mr. Michael Mazzulli, EO of Mohegan Sun
as well as the Brazilian Athletic Commission of MMA (CABMMA) adopted the plan. He

~ explained the Mohegan Sun adoption is significant because Mr. Mazzulli regulates
Bellator’s international events and intends to utilize the plan for those events as well.

EO Foster addressed the media in attendance emphasizing weight cutting is the biggest
problem in combat sports. He acknowledged many of them write about these issues and
urged them to please continue because it causes change. He explained fighters shouldn’t
face two fights, the first being making weight and the second being the regulated
competition.
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Agenda Item 5 — Appeal of license suspension and fine from Jonathan Jones for
violation of California Code of Requlations, Title 4, section 303, 390 and Business
and Professions Code sections 18843(b) and 18649.

Mr. Walker introduced the appeal and presented the hearing instructions. Supervising
Deputy Attorney General, Mr. Jim Ledakis, briefly described the violations against

Mr. Jones and submitted all exhibits to be considered during the hearing. Mr. Walker
received both briefs and exhibits into evidence.

On behalf of EO Foster, Mr. Ledakis presented the Cdmmission with formal
recommendations to revoke Mr. Jones’ Mixed Martial Arts license and assess fines for
each violation.

Mr. Jones’ lawyer, Mr. Howard Jacobs, presented his opening statement to the
Commission. In his address, Mr. Howard explained Mr. Jones is not contesting the finding
of the prohibited substance in his July 28, 2017, sample. He explained Mr. Jones’ position
remains he has never knowingly taken any substance that could have caused a positive
test. He continued by stating Mr. Foster's recommendation assesses the maximum
possible fine amount and concluded by requesting the Commission consider Mr. Jones’
intent and his efforts to locate where the substance came from when determining the
appropriate penalty. Mr. Jacobs also asked the Commission to consider Mr. Jones’ efforts
voluntary submittal of his supplements and massage creams for testing by independent
laboratories, to questioning by the United States Anti-Doping Agency (USADA) Iawyer and
investigator, and to a voluntary polygraph examination.

Mr. Ledakis called Dr. Daniel Eichner, Laboratory Director of the Sports Medicine
Research and Testing Laboratory (SMRTL) in Salt Lake City, Utah, to approach as an
expert witness and provide testimony. Mr. Ledakis asked Mr. Howard for a stipulation that
Dr. Eichner is an expert in his field; Mr. Howard affirmed. He asked Dr. Eichner if he has
reviewed the testing data (Exhibit 5) from SMRTL dated August 21, 2017, for Mr. Jones.

Mr. Ledakis asked Dr. Eichner to testify regarding the results of the testing data and
explain what Turinabol is. Dr. Eichner responded the testing data resulted in an adverse
finding for a metabolite of oral Turinabol. He clarified Turinabol is also known as
dehydrochlormethyltestosterone (DHCMT), and it is an anabolic endogenic agent, which is
prohibited in all sports, and is a ‘Schedule 3' drug, which means it is prohlblted from being
sold in the United States.

Dr. Eichner testified what was cultured out in this case was a metabolite of Turinabol.
Metabolites are substances created when the drug passes through the urine and the drug
is broken down or metabolized into something else. He added in certain circumstances
(Turinabol being a classic example of this) some of the metabolites are a lot longer-lived
than the parent drug. He concluded in drug testing, the metabolites are normally tested for
because they offer a longer window of detection.

Mr. Ledakis inquired about the purpose for the administration of Turinabol. Dr. Eichner
explained oral Turinabol was developed in Eastern Germany to treat medical conditions
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and diseases. Unfortunately, it was subsequently abused for doping in sport, mainly
through Eastern Europe, a performance enhancing steroid.

Mr. Ledakis asked Dr. Eichner to describe his conclusion, after reviewing the testing data
and the report by Dr. Scott. He asked, given the timing of the tests and their results, if Dr.
Eichner can draw any conclusions as to how the Turinabol was administered. Dr. Eichner
explained, based on the data provided, he is only able to conclude oral Turinabol was
administered sometime after Mr. Jones’ July 7, 2017 test and the subsequent test later in
July. '

When asked if he can draw any conclusion based on the negative tests in both early July
and October, paired with a positive test in late July, Dr. Eichner explained he was unable
to. According to Dr. Eichner, there would need to be further research conducted to look at
the metabolism and excretion rate of oral Turinabol, and some necessary studies could
help shed light on how long it's detectable after administration. He further explained
another important factor to consider are how much of the drug was administered, how it
was administered, what the route of administration was, and frequency of the
administration. He stated without knowing any of those things, it would be very difficult to
arrive at any solid conclusions. :

When asked why this necessary research has not been done, Dr. Eichner explained
because Turinabol is not an FDA approved drug, it would be impossible to get ethical
approval to conduct the necessary studies on humans in the United States.

Mr. Ledakis asked Dr. Eichner if he believes Mr. Jones’ physical performance was

- enhanced by the substance found in the positive test for the long-term metabolite (M3), if
he could say whether the metabolite was ingested for therapeutic reasons or by accident.
Dr. Eichner responded there is not enough information available to make those
determinations.

Mr. Ledakis directed the Commission’s attention to Dr. Paul Scott’s expert report

(Exhibit Y) and asked Dr. Eichner if he has reviewed the report. Dr. Eichner responded he
had. When asked to describe what the report generally stated, Dr. Eichner described in all
likelihood, the athlete administered a contaminated product, which caused the adverse
finding on the test done in late July. He added, however, there is not enough information
available to determine whether it was therapeutic or a contaminant. He stated with the
information available to him, it would be impossible to make a determination whether the
adverse finding was purely caused from a contaminated product and is, therefore, unable
to agree with Dr. Scott’s conclusion in his report.

He described other cases related to oral Turinabol where sometimes the metabolite is
detectible for several weeks after use, and in other times, detectable for significantly
longer. Pharmacokinetics requires having knowledge of exactly how much, how often, and
the route of administration. He explained, without having this information in concert with
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the necessary research, it would be impossible for him to'give a determination on exactly
how much was used and when it was used, in this case.

Mr. Ledakis concluded he had no further questions for Dr. Eichner, and invited the
Commission to ask questions about anything they need clarification on.

Commissioner Shen-Urquidez asked Dr. Eichner if there was any question the adverse
finding was a form of chlorinated anabolic steroid. Dr. Eichner testified he is confident the
M3 metabolite detected is consistent with oral Turinabol. He added there is a small
possibility the substance could be another chlorinated anabolic steroid, also prohibited.
However, given the profile of the substance found in this case, he has never found it to be
anything other than oral Turinabol.

Commissioner Shen-Urquidez confirmed with Dr. Eichner because Turinabol is not an
FDA approved substance, there are no controlled studies and those studies would be the
only way to understand when a person would have ingested the drug. She further
confirmed, in Mr. Jones’ case, the lack of studies means there is no way of knowing this
when he would have ingested the Turinabol, or how fast it would leave his system. Dr.
Eichner agreed the only certain conclusions that can be made in this case are there was
Turinabol in Mr. Jones’ system at the time he was tested on July 28, 2017, and he
ingested it sometime before July 28, 2017.

Commissioner Shen-Urquidez asked Dr. Eichner if, in his experience testing supplements
for contaminants he ever tested any supplements contaminated with Turinabol. He said
he had not. Commissioner Shen-Urquidez asked Dr. Eichner if he had ever heard of any
other labs who had come across any supplements contaminated with Turinabol. He said
he had not.

Vice Chair Mary Lehman asked Dr. Eichner if he would be able to identify the degree of
presence of Turinabol in Mr. Jones’ sample, describe what routes of administration are
available for Turinabol and explain whether Turinabol is known to be less detectable. Dr.
Eichner explained he is unable to approximate the concentration of Mr. Jones’ sample,
although it was a low level. He further explained the typical route of administration for oral
- Turinabol is ingestion; however, it is possible to make the drug available to other routes of
administration, such as intramuscular and intravenous injection. He added Turinabol is
very easily detected, explaining the long-term metabolite (M3) was identified several years
ago allowing the window of detection to be much longer than it used to be.

Mr. Ledakis directed the Commission’s attention to page 4 of Dr. Scott’s report (Exhibit Y),
paragraph 14, which states, “Absent that work, it is not possible to do anything other than
make educated guesses regarding detection windows.” Dr. Eichner agreed with Dr. Scott’s
statement in the report and confirmed much of the report appears to have made those
educated guesses in order to arrive upon the conclusions.
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Mr. Jacobs asked if Dr. Eichner interpreted Dr. Scott's report as saying this was definitely
a contaminated supplement. Dr. Eichner responded he would not use the word ‘definitely.’
When asked if a fair reading of the report would be Dr. Scott was looking at the evidence
to try to offer an opinion as to whether the totality of the evidence was consistent with
intentional use versus unintentional use, Dr. Eichner responded his interpretation of the
summary in the report was it was most likely caused from a contaminated product.

When asked if he could identify other possibilities of unintentional use, Dr. Eichner
suggested other than the athiete being unconscious and unaware of what was going on,
the only other possibility of unintentional use he could think of would be a contaminated
product. Mr. Jacobs reviewed parts of Dr. Scott's report, specifically the approximate
excretion half-life rate and the assumption intentional use would have resulted in a
detectable amount of M3 in the sample collected in October. He asked Dr. Eichner
whether he agreed with the approximations relied upon in the report, and if he would agree
the amount detected seems consistent with unintentional use. Dr. Eichner explained
detection would be dependent on the instruments and methods used. He added certain
methods are very sensitive and will pick up a very small amount. He concluded he is .
confident there are not enough controlled studies to point to a definitive number on how
long it would be detected for and at what concentration levels you might see after use. Mr.
Jacobs stated he had no further questions for Dr. Eichner.

Mr. Jacobs called Dr. Paul Scott, author of the Expert Report in question, to approach and
provide testimony. Mr. Howard inquired about Dr. Scott’s experience pertaining to
testifying in cases where the issue was for the detection window of this metabolite. Dr.
Scott briefly explained a case involving the metabolism of DHCMT, specifically M3. Mr.
Howard asked Mr. Ledakis for a stipulation on Dr. Scott's credentials; Mr. Ledakis
affirmed.

When asked if he had any responses regarding Mr. Eichner's comments involving his
report, Dr. Scott responded he agrees with much of what Dr. Eichner said, although he
wished to clarify his report ultimately concluded this was most likely from a contaminated
supplement, his conclusion does depend on the assumptions made. He agreed there are
many more studies necessary to make a better determination. However, they cannot be
done in the United States and he hopes to see those studies conducted elsewhere. He
explained he understands the World Anti-Doping Agency (WADA) has commissioned and
may eventually have certified reference material for of the M3 metabolite. He added it
would then allow them to characterize and confirm the assumptions made about the

~ source of this particular chlorinated steroid are, in fact, from Turinabol.

Chairman Carvelli inquired about Dr. Scott’s involvement in this case and where his
involvement originated. Dr. Scott responded he is President of Korvalabs, Inc., which is a
clinically licensed laboratory specializing in anti-doping services. He mentioned they also
offer supplement testing and private anti-doping detection. He explained he was asked by
Mr. Jacobs to review a documentation package, which he found no issues with. In
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addition, previous to that review, he also attended the B sample testing as an independent
witness. He added he also provided testing services to detect the presence of the parent
compound of DHCMT in Mr. Jones's supplements.

Mr. Jacobs asked Dr. Scott to describe the basis for his assertion in the report which
stated that the October 11, 2017, negative test makes it unlikely during the three-week
period between July 8, 2017, and July 28, 2017, Mr. Jones repeatedly used an effective
dose of Turinabol.

Dr. Scott explained he had to consider how the Turinabol entered the body, what he
knows definitively is the administration was sometime between the first negative test and
the first positive test. He further detailed when considering both scenarios, the
contamination scenario is more likely based on the testing data than the doping scenario.

Mr. Ledakis asked Dr. Scott to explain what he meant by detection window. Dr. Scott
explained the detection window would be the amount of time after the last administration
and the time the drug leaves the system. When asked to confirm if in his report, he
identified a 51-day detection window for Turinabol, Dr. Scott clarified that the 51-day
approximate window of time comes from Sobolevsky’s ‘Journal of Steroid Biochemistry
and Molecular Biology.” Mr. Ledakis inquired about the assumptions and evidence in which
Dr. Scott relied upon to arrive on the conclusion in his report. He added Sobolevsky is not
a pharmacokinetic study and the estimation he made is just a reasonable guess. Albelt a
good tool, the required information to rely on that estimation is not available.

Commissioner Williams suggested the spirit of the report and Dr. Scott's testimony is the
concept of intentional use versus unintentional use is reliant on certain dosage. He
inquired about the possibly of the administration being intentional and also at a very low
dosage. Dr. Scott agreed with Commissioner Williams' assessment and identified if the
assumptions are rejected, then the conclusions must be as well.

Vice Chair Lehman asked Dr. Scott about the extent of his research on which he based his
standard for an effective dosage of Turinabol in order to achieve athletic benefits. Dr. Scott
explained his research, in this case, was limited, and stated he was given a reference from
Mr. Jacob's, which was ultimately in agreement with his experience working with other
anabolic steroid scenarios.

Commissioner Shen-Urquidez asked if Dr. Scott was being paid for his atiendance at the
meeting, as well as paid at the same rate to prepare and review the report. Dr. Scott
responded he was compensated for the review and preparation of the report and his time
at the meeting. The stated rate was $300/hour. When asked about the difficulty of finding
out certain information necessary for refining certain assumptions for the report, Dr. Scott
mentioned the time constraints for the report. He stated, for example, he didn’'t have Mer.
Jones’ weight. However, he could have probably found it on the internet. He did spend

approximately somewhere in the four-hour range and the assumptions were therefore
based primarily on his experience and internet research.

Chairman Carvelli asked Dr. Scott about the length of his involvement in the case.

Dr. Scott responded although not continuous, his lab was commissioned to test many of
Mr. Jones' supplements over the course of 7 months. When asked who determined which
supplements to test, Mr. Jacobs explained about 15 supplements were tested and none
returned adverse findings with KorvalLabs. Subsequent testing at both KorvalLabs and Dr.-
Eichner's lab occurred for all supplements and creams, which Mr. Jones was in contact
with or ingested during that time period. All results ultimately returned with zero adverse
findings.

Mr. Jacobs called Mr. Jonathan Jones, Professional Mixed Martial Artist, to approach and
provide testimony. Mr. Jacobs asked Mr. Jones whether he has ever knowingly taken
Turinabol and asked him to describe his reaction to finding out he had tested positive. Mr.
Jones responded he has never knowingly taken Turinabol and was confused by the
adverse finding. He mentioned he struggled with the process of assessing his
surroundings including individuals. He added during his fight camp, specifically the month
leading up to the fight, he made every effort to only keep around individuals who he felt he
could trust. He mentioned he felt that he was very careful and was in a good place with all
of the professionals around him. He explained he learned a lot from the process of the
previous doping violation and detailed all precautions taken since then and leading up to
this fight. He added he was not at all concerned about taking any of the tests.

Mr. Jones further explained to the Commission, everything he and his management did to
determine what caused the adverse test result. When asked what his response is to
Executive Officer Foster's brief that outlines issues in Mr. Jones’ past that demonstrate a
pattern of poor judgment and recklessness behavior, Mr. Jones responded he
acknowledges his past actions are not things he will easily escape. However, he explained
he has accepted all punishments for his actions and has made a conscious effort to make
better decisions, not only for himself, but also for those who look up to him. He expressed
he hopes his past does not put him in a certain light with this situation because he does
feel he is a different person and stated people can call him what they want, but he is not a
cheater.

Mr. Ledakis asked Mr. Jones if he can describe what assurances he could make to the
Commission to ensure something like this would never happen again. Mr. Jones
responded, in this case, those assurances are hard to give because he doesn't feel he did
anything to cause this adverse finding. He explained, short of extraordinary measures to
ensure he is not tainted by anybody or anything, his assurance is the promise he made to
the people and kids of Albuquerque, New Mexico. He maintained he doesn't know how
this happened, and therefore he is unaware of how to give the Commission assurances it
won't happen again.
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Commissioner Shen-Urquidez asked Mr. Jones if he remembers completing a ‘Declaration
of Use’ form before his test in July. Mr. Jones responded he did remember and completed
the form with the help of his management. Commissioner Shen-Urquidez inquired as to
why there were an additional 10 supplements, not listed on the declaration, sent to the lab
after notification of his adverse result. Mr. Jones responded he wasn’t aware he had to list
supplements that are typical for any male to take for their health.

Commissioner Shen-Urquidez confirmed with Mr. Jones’ his awareness of the USADA
becoming the independent anti-doping administrator for the Ultimate Fighting
Championship (UFC) in 2015; at which time Mr. Jones would have become part of the
registered testing pool. She added along with registration, Mr. Jones was required to
complete online educational classes. Mr. Jones responded he never completed those
courses and admitted he had his management complete the courses for him.
Commissioner Shen-Urquidez asked why, he certified taking the courses in 2015 and
2016. Mr. Jones admitted having his management approve and sign off on things, several
times in his career.

Commissioner Shen-Urquidez also questioned Mr Jones regarding his prior car accidents,
leaving the scene of a car accident, receiving community service, receiving additional
community service for subsequent moving citations, when Mr. Jones stated he had
learned his lesson. Commissioner Shen-Urquidez also confirmed with Mr. Jones that he
totaled a Bentley given to him by the UFC. Mr. Jones confirmed the car wreck but stated it
was not a gift. Commissioner Shen-Urquidez stated she had no further questions.

Commissioner Frierson commented when someone is wrong, they should accept the -
consequences. He explained how Mr. Jones should consider his actions, and work toward
displaying himself better as a role model. Mr. Jones expressed he agrees with
Commissioner Frierson's statement about being wrong and accepting punishment.
However, in this instance he swears he is not wrong.

Vice Chair Lehman asked if Mr. Jones had an opinion on the prevalence and the use of
steroids in the sport of mixed martial arts. Mr. Jones responded he is only aware of the
very public cases, adding he is one of the biggest advocates against performance
enhancing drugs. He suggested if there were athletes doping, he would not be the one
they would tell. Vice Chair Lehman asked Mr. Jones to clarify if when he said he did not
recall taking the USADA courses, he meant he just couldn't remember or if he affirmatively
did not take them. Mr. Jones admitted to not taking the USADA courses. Vice Chair '
Lehman asked Mr. Jones if, earlier in his testimony, he said his management forged his
signature, to which Mr. Jones responded yes.

Vice Chair Lehman asked Mr. Jones to describe examples, which show better decision-
making. Mr. Jones explained how he has audited his surroundings as well as hired a driver
to prevent any future driving violations.
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Commissioner Sauter expressed he is troubled with having to make a determination,
which could potentially end Mr. Jones' career; and stated he hopes the promises being
made by Mr. Jones are true.

Chairman Carvelli asked Mr. Jones if he still drinks alcohol, to which he responded he
does. Chairman Carvelli explained how he has yet to hear any real changes being made
by Mr. Jones. He suggested Mr. Jones consider his judgment issues as well as changing
his management team. He further explained the Commission is tasked with either
accepting EO Foster's recommendation or changing it. He asked Mr. Jones if he would
consider an athlete, doping intentionally or not, a danger to their opponent; Mr. Jones
responded, yes, he would.

EO Foster explained how he has a personal view, as well as a professional view. He
stated he believes Mr. Jones. He added how it doesn't make sense to him for Mr. Jones to
ingest a steroid right before a test he knew was coming. He stated his recommendation is
to fine Mr. Jones $2,500 for violation of rule 303, $2,500 for violation of rule 390, and
$200,000 for violation of Business and Professions Code 18843 (b). He further stated in
Mr. Jacobs' testimony and report, Mr. Jacobs suggests fining an athlete 40% of their purse
should be reserved for the most extreme cases. EO Foster stated although he agrees with
Mr. Jacobs, Mr. Jones also made a considerable amount more than just his fight purse. In
regard to his license, he does not feel the Commission should end Mr. Jones' career, but
he does believe he should sit out for a while. He feels the Commission should revoke his
license and let Mr. Jones’ deal with USADA, and when that is completed, he would be
inclined to support Mr. Jones’ application to this Commission to get his license back.

Commissioner Shen-Urquidez motioned to sustain the fines of $205,000, and the
revocation based on EO Foster’'s recommendation.

Vice Chair Lehman seconded the motion.

PUBLIC COMMENT

Giovanni [Un-disclosed Last Name], fan of mixed martial arts, commented he feels if
someone is found guilty, they should be punished through monetary means, not
necessarily a revocation of their license.

Commissioner Shen-Urquidez clarified the Commission has the discretion to suspend,
revoke, or take no action. She explained if the Commission was to suspend, they could
actually suspend for longer, whereas, a revocation would be for a year. She stated Mr.
Jones was suspended before and with a suspension, he gets his license back,
automatically, at the end of the suspension. With a revocation, there is a condition that

Mr. Jones would have to appear in front of the Commission again to show evidence of
rehabilitation, which he hasn’t had to do before. She concluded she believes it will be
important to show evidence he is doing something to display personal responsibility before
he is granted a license in the future. _

The motion passed 6-0 by roll call vote.
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Agenda Item 8 — Executive Officer’s Report

a. Budget Update for the Support Fund, the Neurological Fund, and Pension

Program
EO Foster reported as of February 16, 2018, the Commission had deposited

$1,129,012.95 into the Support Fund, $5,295.54 to the Neurological Fund and
$259,733.28 to the Boxer's Pension Fund. He explained Fiscal Month 1, the first true
budget report, was recently received and mentioned he has confidence the ,
Commission is revenue positive. He further reported the Commission recently renewed
their contract with Raymond James, the Pension Investments Administrator. He added
Mr. Shaw has re-balanced the Commission’s portfolio to what he considers a better
allocation to achieve growth for the boxer’s pensions.

b. Report on Pending and Proposed Regulations

Examination of Boxer Applicants (Amendment to Title 4, California Code of
Requlations section 280.)

EO Foster reported the rulemaking package was submitted:to DCA on August 29,
2017, and is currently under review by the department. Spencer Walker mentioned
he would check on the status of the regulation package with the Department of
Consumer Affairs. Vice Chair Lehman inquired about the repercussions of the
regulation not going through. EO Foster responded, stating part of the regulation is
the neurological assessment and the other part details the examinations required
for licensure, which were both audit recommendations he hopes to satisfy with the
regulation. -

c. Status Update of Delegated Entities

California Amateur Mixed Martial Arts Organizations (CAMO)

Mr. JT Steele, President, reported over the last few months, CAMO developed a
structure for an online training course for their inspectors. He added they anticipate
roll-out to be sometime in 2018. Commissioner Shen-Urquidez mentioned she
would be interested in viewing the program, adding she and EO Foster considered
that route for officials training.

United States Fight League (USFL)

EO Foster prefaced USFL's report by acknowledging he has reviewed the proposed
rule changes and confirmed he is in support of all three changes, as they will further
promote health and safety for youth athletes.

Mr. Jon Frank, President, reported one event which occurred since the report was

submitted, adding there was one medical suspension due to an asthma attack. He
provided an update on the USFL website which will be rolling out options for online
licensing, monitoring results, and will have the ability to crate identification cards.
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Mr. Frank concluded his report by presenting all three rule changes and explaining
the benefits to the sport.

Vice Chair Lehman inquired about Mr. Frank’s involvement in the Los Angeles High
Intensity Drug Trafficking Area Training Center. Mr. Frank explained he teaches
seminars and trains military personnel as volunteer service. Vice Chair Lehman
clarified CSAC's delegation to USFL is limited to youth and stated the Commission
is not responsible for providing oversight for any activities involving military, police
or fire. Mr. Frank assured the Commission the involvement is outside of his
delegation.

¢ International Kickboxing Federation (IKF)
EO Foster explained to the Commission why Mr. Steve Fossum, President of IKF,
was unable to be in attendance at the meeting. Vice Chair Lehman expressed
concerns with the refusal of medical care statement in Mr. Fossum'’s report.
EO Foster agreed to work with Mr. Fossum and Spencer Walker to refine the
language and determine legalities.

e USA Boxing (USA Boxing)
Mr. Mike McAtee, President, introduced himself to the Commission. He explained
he worked closely with Commissioner Shen-Urquidez to develop an appropriate
reporting structure, including medical suspensions and financials. Commissioner
Shen-Urquidez mentioned the medical suspensions should have more information
and suggested Mr. McAtee work with EO Foster to see examples of how the other
delegations report. She continued she has concerns with AIBA by-laws as they
relate to USA Boxing, adding there appears to be a potential threat to USA Boxing’s
existence. Mr. McAtee assured the Commission if there was ever an issue he would
seek support from the Commission and would resolve accordingly.

Commissioner Shen-Urquidez explained the importance of the Concussion Protocol
information being available on their website, to which Mr. McAtee agreed and
stated he would make sure it is immediately available.

d. Update on C3 Logix Sports Concussion Management Program
EO Foster reported to the Commission the process and logistics for.testing athletes.
He stated the total number of athletes tested is around 700, and he is confident in his
projection of testing a total of 1,000 athletes by December 2018.

e. Upcoming Event Schedule and discussion regarding event activity
EO Foster presented the Commission with the updated event schedule and directed
their attention to the March 10, 2018, Top Rank event in Carson, California, at the Stub
Hub Center.
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f. Staffing update
EO Foster reported the Commission’s Sacramento office has one staff member out on
maternity leave and another leaving soon. He mentioned the process started to hire
two seasonal clerks to assist with the administrative workload in the office.

g. Report on Advisory Committee on Medical and Safety Standards (MAC) Meeting
on January 27, 2018 : _
EO Foster reported the refusal of medical care was discussed at the MAC meeting.
Commissioner Williams mentioned he was pleased with how well rounded the -
Commission’s approved ringside physicians are. He reported the meeting was very
productive, specifically with the topic of refusal of care. He explained how Dr. Wallace
described the Ringside Physician’s role as ensuring safety, not providing treatment.
Vice Chair Lehman requested to be involved in future discussions regarding the issue.

Agenda ltem 7 — Subcommittee Update: Pension Fund (Lehman/Ayala)

EO Foster reported the Commission paid $227,733 in pension payments in 2017. He
acknowledged the efforts of the World Boxing Council (WBC) to assist the Commission in
locating potentially eligible boxers. Vice Chair Lehman recognized the Commission office
and the WBC, she suggested the Commission consider preparing a formal commendation
for WBC. She concluded by requesting EO Foster include a chart which shows the
backlog of vested boxers in future reports.

Agenda Item 13 — Recognition of Rebecca Relyea for her work in developing a new
- CSAC Event Information Database

EO Foster provided background on the Commission’s need for a streamlined database,
which could be used in the office and transferred seamlessly into the field. He explained
he told Mrs. Relyea what was needed and she was able to create it — adding, her efforts
are worthy of recognition.

The Commission presented, and Mrs. Rebecca Relyea accepted a Certificate of
Appreciation, mentioning how honored she is to be a part of the Commission team.

Agenda Item 9 — Discussion and possible action on the Association of Boxing
Commissions’ Unified Rules of Kickboxing

- EO Foster and Commissioner Shen-Urquidez provided background to the Commission
about the Unified Rules of Kickboxing and their process in developing the rules. Vice Chair
Lehman expressed concerns with the language of Rule 18, and requested confirmation
that the rules also allow for variation for local jurisdictions. Commissioner Shen-Urquidez
responded as long as the local rules do not take away from the integrity of the rules in
terms of health and safety.

Spencer Walker confirmed the Commission is not required to take any action since the
-Association of Boxing Commissions already approved the rules on July 26, 2017.
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Agenda Item 11 — Calendar year end Commission summary

EO Foster summarized the number of and the different types of events held in California in
2017. He summarized the comparisons of event revenue, attendance, and TV statistics for
all professional combat sporting events in 2017. He outlined the process he has used for
approving bouts, implementing the C3 Logix program, drug testing and the Pension fund.
He added he continues to work with all database administrators to further refine their
programming to fit the needs of all Commissions.

He concluded with a visual, which showed a comparison of California’s event statistics
against other Commissions. He proudly announced California sanctioned more total
events in the country and almost the same number of events as New York, Nevada and
Texas, combined; adding, at 38 title fights, California tied Nevada for the most sanctioned
title fights.

Commissioner Shen-Urquidez commended EO Foster on his efforts in creating the
regulatory handbook and year-end summary.

Agenda Item 13 — a. Business and Professions Code section 18640.5 requires the
Commission to invite stakeholder testimony at Commission meetings in order to
identify actions that may lead to greater opportunities for licensees to participate in
major professional boxing contests.

No stakeholder comments received.

Agenda ltem 14 — Public Comment on Iltems Not on the Agenda

Mr. Roy Englebrecht, CSAC Licensed Promoter, thanked the Commission, EO Foster, his
staff, and Mr. Relyea. He stated there is no comparison of how this EO operates versus
Executive Officers in the past. He concluded EO Foster and his staff are, without a doubt,
the best in the country.

Agenda Item 15 — Review and approval of 2018 CSAC Meeting Dates and Locations
The Commission reviewed the list of meetings. No changes were discussed.

Agenda Item 16 — Next Meeting Scheduled for May 8, 2018, in Los Angeles, CA
The next meeting is scheduled for May 8, 2018, in Los Angeles, CA.

OPEN SESSION

Agenda Item 1 — Call the meeting to Order / Roll Call / Pledge of Allegiance/
Establishment of Quorum

The meeting was called to order at 10:00 a.m., Executive Officer (EO) Andy Foster called
the Roll and a quorum was established.

Agenda Item 2 — Welcome —Chairman’s opening remarks

Chairman Carvelli welcomed everyone to the meeting and read aloud a policy
memorandum from October 2, 2015, in which the Commission, by way of internal policy,
granted exclusive authority of selecting and assigning officials to the Executive Officer.
The memorandum further stated any official who believes the criteria is not being followed,
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or has issues with their assignments, are encouraged to address their concerns before the
Commission, in writing or in person, during a publicly noticed Commission meeting. The
criteria for assigning officials was also read aloud and include, among other things,
experience, qualifications, track record, reputation in the field, scheduling flexibility,
positive cooperative attitude, and CSAC budget constraints.

Agenda Item 3 — Approval of the February 27, 2018, Commission Meeting Minutes
Mr. Spencer Walker, Legal Counsel, suggested the Commission consider tabling the
approval of the February 27, 2018, Commission Meeting minutes. EO Foster agreed and
further explained a significant amount of revisions were provided by Commissioner Shen-
Urquidez to staff the night prior.

This agenda item was labled to allow revisions and a clean version to be available for
approval at the next Commission meeting.

Agenda Item 4 — Review and Possible Action on Petition to Change the Decision
for Michael Guy vs. Junior Younan bout on July 29, 2017, in Long Beach, CA

EO Foster presented the Commission with background on the petition to change the
decision of the bout. He introduced the parties involved; Mr. Michael Guy, present at the
meeting and representing himself, Mr. Dino Duva and Mr. Joshua Dubin, present via
teleconference, representing Mr. Junior Younan.

Video footage of the bout was presented to the Commissioners and Mr. Guy provided the
Commission with a narrative of each video. :

Vice Chair Mary Lehman recalled discussion from a previous meeting where the score
resulting from just one knockdown would shift the overall decision of the bout and
requested to review the scorecard from the bout. Mr. Guy explained his understanding
was that the first knockdown would have resulted in a draw, and the second and third
knockdowns would have resulted in a win on the cards.

Referee Wayne Hedgepeth, present at the meeting, approached the Commission for
testimony. Commissioner Ayala asked Mr. Hedgepeth to describe his thoughts, following
the review of each video. Mr. Hedgepeth stated that during the bout, and after review of
the video footage, he cannot point to a definitive punch which resulted in a knockdown.

Mr. Josh Dubin, applauded Mr. Hedgepeth’s letter describing his observations during the
bout. He explained at many points during the bout, Mr. Guy engaged in wrestling tactics
and recognized Mr. Hedgepeth'’s restraint, as it would have been well within his right to
have disqualified Mr. Guy at one point. He concluded by stating rule 368 requires a clear
violation of the rules and suggested the Commission defer to the judgement of their
referee in this case.

EO Foster presented the Commission with the scores of the bout, as requested. He
explained a referee, licensed by the Commission and assigned by the EO, not only made
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a ruling on the bout, he reviewed available tape and maintains his original ruling. EO
Foster concluded the issue is a discretionary call for the referee to make.

Vice Chair Lehman motioned to change the decision of the bout to a Draw.
Commissioner Shen-Urquidez seconded the motion.

DISCUSSION _

Commissioner Van Gordon Sauter stated although Mr. Guy has an incredible case, he is
not convinced it is a compelling case and considering the circumstances he stays with the
judgement of the referee. Commissioner Ayala, Commissioner Frierson and Chairman
Carvelli each stated their agreement with Commissioner Sauter.

Vice Chair Lehman suggested the Commission’s role is to review these controversial
bouts and stated the decision should not always default to the referee as things are
sometimes out of view and missed. She explains the knockdown in round 7 was clear to
her and one other was arguable, which was her rationale for changing the decision to a
draw.

Commissioner Vernon Williams stated in the absence of some clear and obvious mistake,
the Commission should rely on and trust the referee’s assessment from in the ring and
after review of video footage. He further explained if the Commission was considering a
revision based on an omission, the other potential omissions during the bout would also
have to be considered. '

Commissioner Shen-Urquidez summarized her review of the videos from the bout and
explained the problem with the judgement being in real-time, is there are also mistakes
made by officials. She explained the lack of an evaluation process for officials has resulted
in mistakes being made with little repercussion on the official and much repercussion on
the athletes’ careers. She concluded with suggesting an evaluation process be established
to alleviate errors.

PUBLIC COMMENT

Ms. Delilah Ponce, USA Boxing Referee, explained she was present at the bout and
stated the bout was a wrestling match. She further stated she thought both athletes were
going to be disqualified, but commended the referee for addressing the issues during the
bout and believes he made no mistake.

After a roll call vote, the motion failed 5-2, upholding Mr. Younan as the winner.

Carvelli— No; Lehman — Yes; Frierson — No; Shen-Urquidez — Yes,; Sauter — No;
Dr. Williams — No; Ayala — No.

Commissioner Ayala explained although he agreed with Commissioner Shen-Urquidez’s
suggestion to formulate a plan to filter these petitions, he wished to clarify he did not agree
with her interpretation that the Commission believed the referee made a mistake. He
concluded that after reviewing the video footage, his basis for his position relied on the fact
that he did not see substantial evidence that the decision should be overturned.
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Agenda Item 5 — Review and approval of Application for Referee/Judge License
from Ray Corona

EO Foster explained an incident occurred at the March 29, 2017, at California Golden
Gloves #3 Qualifier in Los Angeles, CA, which involved Mr. Ray Corona. He detailed his
review which included USA Boxing materials, multiple videos and used his authority as the
EO to issue a suspension letter for the balance of Mr. Corona'’s license term. He explained
Mr. Corona chose not to appeal the suspension and completed the term of the
suspension, losing approximately one year of his career.

EO Foster recommended the Commission consider granting Mr. Corona a temporary
refereeljudge license, pending USA Boxing’s investigation and final disciplinary action, at
which time the Commission may determine the appropriate action.

Mr. Ray Corona apologized to the Commission and to USA Boxing and expressed his
remorse for the incident occurring.

Commissioner Shen-Urquidez asked Mr. Corona if he is still appealing the USA Boxing
suspension. Mr. Corona explained that he was suspended for 10 years, and that he is in
the process of appealing. Commissioner Shen-Urquidez asked Mr. Corona what exactly
he is sorry and remorseful for. Mr. Corona explained he feared for his son and reacted,
although in retrospect, made the wrong decision by fighting instead of using other means
to protect his son.

Vice Chair Lehman inquired about USA Boxing’s investigation status. EO Foster stated he
has the materials of the investigation and explained as the appeal process continues,
there will be more information available.

Mr. Mike McAtee, President of USA Boxing, provided the Commission with extensive
background on the investigation of Mr. Corona’s suspension.

Commissioner Frierson provided a brief history involving anger and forgiveness and stated
he believes one year is long enough of a suspension. Commissioner Ayala reviewed the
two suspensions and asked EO Foster to clarify whether his recommendation involves just
Mr. Corona’s California license or if the decision being made will impact the USA Boxing
process. EO Foster explained Mr. Corona’s temporary license would only allow him to
work professional bouts in California or overseas when requested by a sanctioning body.
He further explained his temporary license would not have the ability to transfer to another
state, nor would it allow him to work for USA Boxing.

Commissioners Sauter state he was surprised by the degree of the penalty USA Boxing
has imposed on Mr. Corona. Chairman Carvelli asked EO Foster to clarify the rationale for
his recommendation for the temporary license approval being linked with the USA Boxing
determination. EO Foster stated the item is not a resuit of an appeal of Mr. Corona’s
license suspension. He explained had Mr. Corona appealed, he would have been
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prepared to disclose further details of the USA Boxing case. However, since he chose to
accept the full term of the Commission’s suspension, the determination would be to grant
a temporary license, or not.

Commissioner Williams motioned to grant a temporary referee/judge license to Mr.
Corona, pending USA Boxing’s investigation and final disciplinary action, at which time the
Commission may determine the appropriate action.

Commissioner Frierson seconded the motion.

PUBLIC COMMENT

Mr. Mike McAtee, President of USA Boxing, stated the day the incident occurred, Mr.
Corona was acting in the capacity of a USA Boxing Coach, not as an official. He explained
his reluctance of disclosing evidence at a public Commission meeting and stated USA
Boxing’s Judicial Committee would be a more appropriate venue, if or when Mr. Corona
does move forward with his appeal.

Ms. Delilah Ponce, USA Boxing Referee, stated Mr. Corona’s apologies have been toward
everyone but her, the Referee of the bout. She expressed her disappointment with
Mr. Corona’s actions following the incident.

Mr. Joe Zanders, President of USA Boxing's Southern California Association, explained he
was not in the room at the venue of the incident, however he was on-site, and in his years
of involvement with USA Boxing he has never experienced an incident like what occurred
with Mr. Corona. He stated coaches are not allowed in the ring, suggested this incident
was racially motivated, and invited the Commission to request testimony on what
happened from the individuals who were present at the event.

Ms. Arlene Corona, Wife of Mr. Corona, spoke on behalf of her husband and encouraged
the Commission to consider Mr. Corona’s remorse and focus on the punishment he has
already endured. '

After a roll call vote, the motion passed 6-1, to grant Mr. Corona a temporary license.

Carvelli - Yes; Lehman — Yes; Frierson — Yes; Shen-Urquidez — No; Sautér—- Yes;
Dr. Williams — Yes; Ayala — Yes.

Agenda item 9 — Executive Officer’s Report

a. Budget Update for the Support Fund, the Neurological Fund, and Pension
Program
EO Foster reported the Commission deposited this fiscal year $1,454,475.69 into the
Support Fund, $8,876.84 to the Neurological Fund and $273,126.32 to the Boxer’s
Pension Fund. He explained these revenue numbers and the upcoming event
schedule, the Commission is and will continue to be in a healthy financial standing. He
further explained since the additional appropriation of $100,000.00 is available to the
Commission, he requested it previous to receiving a budget report from the
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Department of Consumer Affairs (DCA), just to be safe. He stated since receiving the
updated budget report, he does not believe the Commission will heed to utilize those
funds, however they are still available in the case of unforeseen expenses.

EO Foster reported the Pension Fund’s starting balance was $5,057,369.82 with an
ending balance of $5,044,982.62. He explained he does not currently have a report for
the Neurological fund, but is confident the Commission will receive the appropriation.

Vice Chair Lehman recalled discussions about reallocating the pension fund’s
investments and asked if that has already occurred. EO Foster confirmed those
adjustments have been made.

b. Report on Pending and Proposed Regulations

e Examination of Boxer Applicants (Amendment to Title 4, California Code
of Reqgulations section 280.)
Mr. Spencer Walker, Legal Counsel, reported to the Commission that the DCA’s
Assistant Chief Counsel reviewed the Examination of Boxer Applicants rulemaking
package and requested minor revisions. He further explained once those changes
are made and sent back to DCA, the rulemaking package will move forward to
DCA’s Deputy Director for review.

c. Status Update of Delegated Entities

o California Amateur Mixed Martial Arts Organizations (CAMO)
Mr. JT Steele, President, directed the Commission’s attention to his report detailing
results of bouts and injuries. He explained the results of the report shows a
consistency with the safety of the sport which he describes as a testament to the
exceptional pool of officials in California. Vice Chair Lehman suggested the names
be removed from the report and suggested Mr. Steele work with Mr. Fossum of the
IKF to mirror his format. Mr. Steele agreed to revise his report accordingly.

Mr. Steele further reported the caliber of events being sanctioned by CAMO has
significantly increased throughout the years and suggested, among other benefits,
the shows continue to increase officials’ experience and training. He added
CAMO'’s online training tool and equipment availability expansion are both well
underway.

Commissioner Shen-Urquidez requested Mr. Steele provide an updated financial
report at the next meeting.

o USA Boxing (USA Boxing)
Mr. Mike McAtee, Executive Director, introduced Mr. Mike Campbell, Events and
Boxing Operations Manager, explaining when he is not available to attend
California Commission meetings, Mr. Campbell will be sent as his proxy.
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Mr. McAtee reported of 551 bouts and 1,653 rounds, there were a total of 2 injuries
in California. He further reported on USA Boxing's efforts to enhance training of
officials including required tests and announced implementation of a ranking system
for their officials nationwide.

Mr. Campbell thanked the Commission for the hard work that goes into creating
policy with becomes the precedent for the rest of the country. He reviewed USA
Boxing's schedule, coordination of California LBCs, and shared how the licensing
data for their California population compares to the rest of the United States.

Vice Chair Lehman asked the USA Boxing representatives to clarify their financial
report and asked what they attribute the $6,346.00 loss in Southern California to.
Mr. McAtee explained the Southern California LBC and Mr. Joe Zanders put
additional time, effort and money into each event. He added although the events
are not necessarily revenue positive, the Southern California LBC is ensuring a
higher quality event for their jurisdiction.

Vice Chair Lehman asked Mr. McAtee to elaborate on the Ringside Boxing
Tournament which was on the verge of being cancelled on account of sanctioning
fees being too high. Mr. McAtee explained the Ringside World Championship
started in 2001 in Kansas City, and mentioned that at the time, he was a marketing
director for them. He explained the purpose of that tournament was to provide
opportunity for boxers to compete, but more importantly, it provided Ringside an
avenue to create relationships and sell boxing equipment. He added it was
ultimately a marketing opportunity for Ringside. He stated since the magnitude of
the event was higher in terms of insurance with the number of athletes, bouts, and
rings being significantly greater than a typical club show, the sanctioning fee was
proportionate.

¢ United States Fight League (USFL)
Mr. Jon Frank, President, began with acknowledging a passed board member, Mr.
Mario Mendez, who will be greatly missed. He reported USFL'’s event schedule
since the last Commission meeting, as well as the upcoming events. He further
reported in 1,096 athletic exposures (548 bouts) they have experienced 17 injuries
which required suspension from competition or training.

Mr. Frank explained many of the injuries may seem insignificant, however to allow
complete transparency, anytime a ringside physician makes a note it is reported.
Chairman Carvelli commended Mr. Frank on the report and expressed his
appreciation of the USFL'’s transparency with regard to injuries.

Mr. Frank further announced the optional training being made available to USFL
officials called SafeSport which is a 90-minute course designed to prevent, detect
and report inappropriate conduct and abuse of youth athletes. Chairman Carvelli
requested Mr. Frank forward the information of the training to EO Foster.
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Vice Chair Lehman inquired about why USFL'’s financial report is missing from this
meeting. Mr. Frank explained his understanding was that requirement was on an
annual basis. Vice Chair requested EO Foster confirm and inform each sanctioning
body as to the frequency of which they must submit updated financial reports.

e International Kickboxing Federation (IKF)
Mr. Steve Fossum, President, reported IKF implemented a new study which
introduced fight day weigh-ins for all IKF events with pre-day weigh-ins. He detailed
over the course of 3 events which totaled 66 athletes, 3 athletes lost weight after
the weigh-in, 18 athletes gained between 0.0-5.0Ibs., 22 athletes gained between
5.1-10.0lbs., 21 athletes gained between 10.1-15.0lbs — 21, and 2 athletes gained
over 15 Ibs.

He further reported 16 athletes who won with more weight gain than their opponent,
and 50 athletes won with less weight gain than their opponent. He explained the
largest weight gain they experienced was 15.8 Ibs., in the 127 weight-class. Vice
Chair Lehman suggested including the percentage of body weight change instead
of just the number of pounds.

Commissioner Ayala expressed interest in the study, particularly with how the
information and results of the study can be communicated and utilized. He added it
may be a helpful tool in persuading athletes that weight cutting and dehydration
does not actually help them win. Mr. Fossum explained he hopes to continue the
practice and have a larger study pool to report back to the Commission at future
meetings. :

Commissioner Williams suggested the goal is to ultimately associate the weight
cutting data with not only win/loss statistics, but also other performance measures
such as speed of mental processing, reaction times, dynamic visual acuity, and
balance.

Vice Chair Lehman suggested Mr. Fossum consider taking on an intern to devise
the study for IKF. She stated with summer approaching, he may find success in
reaching out to UC Dauvis.

d. Update on C3 Logix Sports Concussion Management Program
EO Foster reported the Commission’s goal remains at the 1100 evaluations by year
end. He explained many of the athletes who compete in California, tend to compete
more than once within the year. He expects to still reach the goal, however he reported
the pool of licensed athletes in diminishing.

Vice Chair Lehman asked in EO Foster is aware of any comparisons being made to
check for differentials on athletes who have chosen to test twice. EO Foster mentioned
once the baseline testing is completed, the intent is to submit the information to the
Medical Advisory Committee for review.
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e. Report on 10-point plan expansion to address severe weight cutting in boxing
: EO Foster reported the Commission has been conducting a weight study on both
mixed martial arts and boxing. He explained the more extreme cuts of weight happen
in mixed martial arts, however the results of the study show extreme weight cutting is
occurring in boxing. He stated he has scheduled a Weight Cutting Summit to discuss
this issue with the Boxing sanctioning bodies on June 7, 2018, in Los Angeles, and
mentioned the importance of including the sanctioning bodies comments and thoughts
on the matter, as they independently control the championship belts in boxing.

He explained, with the help of the Boxing sanctioning bodies, his plan is to assemble a
recommendation to present to the Commission on how and when to best implement
the 10-point Plan to boxing.

Chairman Carvelli directed EO Foster to forward the information on the Weight Cutting
Summit to all Commissioners.

f. Upcoming Event Schedule and discussion regarding event activity
EO Foster presented the Commission with the updated event schedule for their review.

g. Staffing update
EO Foster reported the Commission office currently has two staff members on
maternity leave. He detailed the office is operating with 2 office technicians, 2 analysts
and a seasonal clerk. Vice Chair Lehman acknowledged this time of year is busy for
the Commission.

Chairman Carvelli asked EO Foster what his budget allocation is for staffing the office.
EO Foster explained he has allocation for 10 full time positions, however positions are
on maternity leave, leaving him unable to fill those positions. Chairman Carvelli and
Vice Chair Lehman provided EO Foster with suggestions for getting help in the office
through the busy season.

EO Foster explained he is still working to get the Chief Athletic Inspector back, he
stressed that position is crucial to the Commission’s success. He further explained that
position was in existence since the 1930’s up until last year.

Chairman Carvelli asked EO Fosters opinion on what else can be done to obtain
appropriate staffing levels in the office. EO Foster responded he must proceed with
caution in hiring more staff and mentioned this in effort to protect the Commission from
a situation like what they experienced in 2012. Chairman Carvelli mentioned his
appreciation for EO Foster’s fiscal responsibility and stated the reserve fund is above a
million dollars. '

He further described the Commission’s primary responsibility is to protect the health
and safety of the athletes. To do so, EO Foster must get the office back to appropriate
staffing levels and expressed his discomfort with the amount of current office staff.

Agenda ltem 6 — Discussion of possible creation of a task force to research issues
related to gender equity in combat sports

EO Foster provided background on the issue and how they came to light for the
Commission. He explained the task force would be beneficial to cover topics such as
sexual harassment in gyms and competitions, length of rounds in female boxing compared
to female mixed martial arts, the income and pay disparity, weight cutting for females,
education for trainers to understand gender specific issues, and improper barriers to
different genders for fight, coaching, and management opportunities.

EO Foster recommended the Commission form a task force to research the issues and
report back in one year with possible solutions. Chairman Carvelli clarified the topics
-suggested are a good start and stated the Commission is open to any other suggestions
for this task force.

Vice Chair Lehman explained her vision for the task force is to utilize its resources to
identify the issues in the sport. She clarified some of the suggestions have been included
but the Commission may not be aware of specific instances where they occurred. She
added it's something she hopes the task force will identify, consider and provide support
for. She suggested utilizing a hotline.

Commission Shen-Urquidez stated the Contact Sports Foundation has BW\Vomen'’s Issues
Subcommittee which was created last year. She suggested the Commission consider
working with the Foundation to cover similar and perhaps larger ground.

Commissioner Williams suggested adding traumatic brain injury and concussion
awareness to the list of issues to consider. He explained in sports with similar rules, there
are gender differences in terms of concussion and associated symptoms presenting higher
risk in women.

Chairman Carvelli created a subcommittee by appointing Vice Chair Lehman and
Commissioner Shen-Urquidez, as well as three volunteers; Mr. JT Steele, Mr. Mike
McAtee, and Mr. Steve Fossum.

Agdgenda Item 7 — Discussion of the 2019 Strategic Plan

EO Foster explained it is time for the Commission to start assembling a Strategic Plan
for the next few years. He presented several suggestions for topics to discuss including,
CSAC office staffing and redundancy, lack of an official database for kickboxing,
increasing the television tax cap from 35k to 45k and the 2-million-dollar gate tax cap to
3 million dollars at the next sunset review, tribal outreach and agreements, pension
outreach, and an applications and licensing database.

Chairman Carvelli explained the suggestions from EO Foster are a starting point and
invited all Commissioner to provide any other suggestions for the next strategic plan. EO
Foster suggested the Commission also consider restructuring the television tax in a way
to alleviate the current loophole of streaming and online entertainment options. He
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proposed assessing a percentage of the total value of the purse amounts which tend to
run consistent with the value of the television proceeds.

Commissioner Ayala inquired about the timing for having a finalized list of issues to
include in the strategic plan. EO Foster responded he hopes to have a completed list by
the final Commission meeting of the year. Commissioner Ayala requested EO Foster
provide more context on each item.

Agenda Item 8 — Subcommittees Updates:

a. Pension Fund Subcommittee (Commissioners Lehman and Ayala)
EO Foster reported the Commission continues to distribute pension benefit checks. He
explained he continues to look for opportunities for the Commission to publicly present
a pension check.

Vice Chair Lehman asked EO Foster to begin working on a formal recognition for the
World Boxing Council (WBC) for their efforts in assisting the Commission with locating
potentially eligible boxers. Chairman Carvelli suggested the upcoming weight cutting
summit may be an appropriate venue to present the recognition and provide pension
forms to the public.

Agenda Item 10 — Business and Professions Code section 18640.5 requires the
Commission to invite stakeholder testimony at Commission meetings in order to
identify actions that may lead to greater opportunities for licensees to participate in
major professional boxing contests.

No stakeholder comments received.

For over a year, the Commission has implemented the 10-point plan in Mixed Martial Arts (MMA)
to curb extreme weight cutting. While the plan has had some success in MMA, Commission staff
and physicians continued to study the amount of weight gained from weigh-in to fight day in
Boxing. It became evident that changes to more closely regulate weights in boxing were
needed. On June 7, 2018, the Commission hosted a Weight Cutting Stakeholder Summit where
representatives from the WBC, WBO, WBA, IBF, and IBO were in attendance. Several key
points came out of that Summit, but there was general consensus that education combined with
regulatory reform was necessary.

If it chooses, the California Commission can easily move the following applicable provisions of
the 10-point plan for MMA to Boxing and achieve some degree of regulatory progress at the
State level.

1. Licensing by Weight Class - Requesting the MMA athlete to select the lowest weight class
they intend to compete. Following up with a series of questions related to dehydration and
weight cutting will allow the Commission to better approve matches and track critical weight
information. The Physical Examination associated with the Commission’s licensing

application requires that the licensing physician certify that the requested weight class is safe

for the athlete.
(Authority — Rule 210, 280 & 298)

2. Implement policy changes to the way matches are approved with an emphasis on
appropriate weight class. A formal request has been made to the OfflClal Database of the
ABC to add a weight class category as a required field.

(Authority — Rule 240 & 281)

3. Weight Class restrictions for fighters who miss weight more than once. A fighter who misses

weight more than once may be required to compete in a higher weight class until a physician A

certifies the weight is appropriate and is approved by the Commission for competition in the
weight class.
(Authority — Rule 283 & 298)
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4. Continue early weigh-ins to allow maximum time for rehydration and mental preparation for
the combat sports competition. -
(Authority — Rule 297)

5. A second weight check the day of the event to ensure fighters have not gained more than
10% of their body weight back in the 30 hours between the official weigh in and the event.
Fighters who gain so much weight between weigh in and the fight may be recommended to
move to the next weight class for future bouts as directed by the ringside physician.
(Authority — Rule 285)

6. Checks for Dehydration by specific gravity and/or physical by Ringside Physicians at both the
official weigh in and the second day weight check.
(Authority — Rule 281 & 299)

7. Arecommendation of a 30-day and 10-day weight check for advertised high level title
fights. The WBC has success with this approach in boxing, and it provides for safe
benchmarks. While this “weight check” could be manipulated because a Commission
inspector is not always available to supervise this; we can do it by Skype or other electronic
means. While not perfect, this is simply a way for the Commission physicians to keep track
of the fighter’s progress to the intended weight class.

(Authority — Rule 285)

8. Matchmaker, Promoter, Trainer, and Athlete examination and Education regarding weight
cutting and dehydration as it relates to offering, accepting, and contracting of bouts.
(Authority — Rule 217)

At the National Level, | have drafted a series of weight cutting recommendations to be added to
the ratings criteria required by the Muhammad Ali Boxing Reform Act. The initial draft was
reviewed and revised by the Association of Boxing Commissions Medical Committee with
unanimous and enthusiastic approval. Several key points to the ratings criteria were added.

1. Extreme Weight Cutting, putting on more than 10% of the contracted weight back on in 30
hours of less, is cheating and dangerous.

2. Failure to make the contracted weight will result in the removal from the ratings of ALL
sanctioning organizations.

3. A follow up weigh in for 8, 10, and 12 round championship fights will be held to ensure that
boxers have not gained more than 10% of their contracted weight back by fight time.

RECOMMENDATION

Implement the applicable sections of the 10-Point Plan for Mixed Martial Arts into Boxing and
approve the ratings criteria update that will be voted on at the Association of Boxing
Commissions Annual Conference in Orlando.

SEC. 11. SANCTIONING ORGANIZATIONS.

(a) OBJECTIVE CRITERIA- Within 2 years after the date of the enactment of the Muhammad Ali
Boxing Reform Act, the Association of Boxing Commissions shall develop and shall approve by a
vote of no less than a majority of its member State boxing commissioners, guidelines for
objective and consistent written criteria for the ratings of professional boxers. It is the sense of
the Congress that sanctioning bodies and State boxing commissions should follow these ABC
guidelines.

GUIDELINES FOR OBJECTIVE AND CONSISTENT CRITERIA FOR THE RATINGS OF PROFESSIONAL
BOXERS :
As prescribed by 15 USC Sec.6307c.(a), the Association of Boxing Commissions is empowered to
develop guidelines for objective and consistent written criteria for the ratings of professional
boxers. Although the ABC realizes that any ratings structure can be subjective in nature, there is
a definite need for all organizations to create a ratings structure that is more objective, more
precise and more consistent: based less on subjectivity and more on competition between
active boxers; so that when a world title bout is advertised, the general public is assured that it
is, indeed, between two deserving boxers.

The basic theory is to have the boxers themselves prove they are worthy of a top rating.
Movement of these top boxers should be based, upon wins and losses and not on subjective
criteria which currently differs greatly among the sanctioning organizations. For boxers to
maintain their top rating, they should be, at the very least, active and competing against other
ranked opponents. This type of rating system will increase activity among the top boxers of the
world. A sanctioning organization may decide how many boxers to rate in a Division.

As such, the following ratings criteria were adopted by the ABC in 2000 and further amended in
2002:

1) Ratings must be based solely on win/loss records, level of competition and activity. The
record of any top-rated boxer shall be verified by the ABC’s official boxing registry.

2) No boxer can be rated in more than one division.

3) For a boxer to receive a top rating, the boxer shall have competed in at least (2) bouts
scheduled for ten rounds or (4) bouts scheduled for eight rounds.




Ratings Criteria — Proposal
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4) In order to maintain a top rating, the boxer:
a) shall compete at least once during each 12-month period from the time the boxer
gets rated; and _
b) shall have competed against another top-rated boxer within each 18-month period
from the time the boxer gets rated.
A boxer who does not meet this level of competition shall not retain the boxer’s rating.
Exceptions can be made only for injuries, verified in writing by a licensed physician (M.D. or
D.0.).
5) If a top-rated boxer loses to an un-rated boxer:
a) the top-rated boxer shall be lowered at least one position in the ratings; and
b) the un-rated boxer shall be considered for a rating somewhere in the top rating.
6) If two boxers are rated and compete against each other, and the lower rated boxer wins:
- a) The lower rated boxer shall be elevated in the ratings and;
b) The higher rated boxer shall be lowered in the ratings.

The ABC also adopts the following criteria:
A. Sanctioning organizations shall consider all active boxers in regard to a rating in a particular

- division (even if the boxer s rated by:another sanctioning organization). This need not effect

mandatory positions or which boxers are available for elimination bouts.
B. Therating of a‘boxer shall not be premised, directly or indirectly, upon a consideration of:
1. The identity of the boxer’s promoter, manager or any other person with whom the
boxer is affiliated (hereinafter, “affiliates”); or '
2. The attendance of the boxer or the boxer’s affiliates at a convention, conference, or
other function sponsored by the sanctioning organization.
C. All sanctioning organizations shall eliminate from their ratings criteria any wording
suggesting that its rating criteria are conditional or subject to exception; for example, “all rating
criteria are subject to exception by the ratings committee.” Sanctioning organizations may
adopt rating criteria which are more stringent than the criteria set forth herein.

Monitoring by the Association of Boxing Commissions
As prescribed by Federal law, each sanctioning organization is required to submit to the Federal
Trade Commission, or, in the alternative, publish on its Internet website, and to submit to the

Association of Boxing Commissions: _

a) a complete description of the sanctioning organization’s ratings criteria, policies and general
sanctioning fees; ' '

b) the bylaws of the sanctioning organization;

c) the appeals procedures of the sanctioning organization for a boxer’s rating; and

d) a list and business address of the organization’s officials who vote on the ratings of boxers.

Also required is that each sanctioning organization is to:

a) post on its Internet website or home page a change in the rating of a boxer previously rated
by the sanctioning organization in the top ratings, including an explanation of such

change, within seven days of such change; and
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b) provide a copy of a ratings change and the explanation for the rating change to the
Association of Boxing Commissions, within seven days of such change.

In furtherance of these legislative measures:

sanctioning organization shall develop its web site in a clear and concise manner, so that:

all interested parties, especially boxers, can easily find information and ratings criteria; and the
ratings of the sanctioning organization for the preceding six months are included.

A sanctioning organization shall establish, and consistently apply, procedures for an appeal of a
ratings change which are: objective; cost efficient; and, in the absence of extenuating
circumstances, completed within 30 days of the appeal.

Following an appeal as provided in § (2) of this section, or in the absence of a sanctioning

organization providing for such appeal procedures, the ABC, upon the receipt of a written

complaint from the boxer or the boxer’s designated representative, shall:

provide to the sanctioning organization: a copy of the complaint; and an opportunity to submit

aresponse to the ABC within 10 days of the sanctioning organization’s receipt of the complaint -
“which shall include all relevant information attendant to the ratings change; review all

information relevant to the complaint; and issue an opinion setting forth the ABC’s findingsand = =0 -

conclusions.

Association of Boxing Commissions Certification of Adherence and Compliance

The Association of Boxing Commissions shall, on an annual basis, determine if a sanctioning
organization has adhered to, and complied with, the “Association of Boxing Commissions
Guidelines for Objective and Consistent Criteria for the Ratings of Professional Boxers,” as well
as the dictates of the above-referenced statutory provisions.

In the event the Association of Boxing Commissions determines that there has been such
adherence and compliance, the Association of Boxing Commissions shall issue a “Certification of
Adherence and Compliance” stating that, for the designated period, the sanctioning
organization has adhered to, and complied with, the said rating criteria and the dictates of the
said statutory provisions.

RECOMMENDATIONS
1. Except as provided below, a boxer should be designated as a “mandatory” challenger only
after the boxer has participated in a sanctioning organization’s elimination bout in which the
two highest-rated, available boxers participated.
2. There should be no “interim” champions. If a champion is injured and thus cannot meet the
boxer’s obligation (giving a 60-day grace period past the deadline) to defend, the next two
highest rated boxers shall compete for the title. Once the injured champion is ready, that boxer
shall be the mandatory challenger for the new champion.
3. There should be no “Super Champion”. An organization cannot have two champions in one
division. : '

“Top rating” means a rating that would make the holder of that rating otherwise eligible to
compete for the sanctioning organization’s title.
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Proposal

4. It is the sense of the ABC that Extreme Weight Cutting to make a weight and then rapidly
rehydrate to gain a competitive advantage is contrary to the spirit of the weight class that was
designed for the health and safety and fair competition.

The Association of Boxing Commissions make the following statement in the ratings criteria.

Extreme Weight Cutting is Cheating. Extreme Weight Cutting is Dangerous

Any 8, 10, or 12 round championship Bout will be subject to a follow up weigh-in held at a time
and place determined by the local commission. At this follow up weigh-in the boxers cannot
exceed 10% of the Bout contract weight.

For example, bout contract is for 147lbs. 147 * 10% = 14.7lbs thus this boxer cannot exceed
161.7lbs.

If the boxer misses weight at this second day weigh-in the bout shall continue as a title fight
only for the boxer that has made weight. If the over-weight boxer wins this bout they cannot
claim the title. If the champion is the over-weight boxer and he/she wins the bout, the title
becomes vacant. It should be noted that there is NO losing weight at this Second day weigh-in
— you weigh-in once and that is it.

There shall be a minimum FINE for missing weight on either day of at least 10% of the
offender’s purse that shall go to the other boxer. Commissions may also choose to fine and/or
‘issue a suspension to the offender.

Any rated boxer who exceeds the contracted weight for any championship bout shall be
immediately removed from the ratings of all sanctioning and shall not be rated in that weight
class until he/she makes weight in that weight class in a future bout.

** |f adopted this proposal will take effect on January 1, 2019. It is the intention of the ABC
to lower the 10% maximum in the future.

Alternative
investments may charge a variety of fees. These fees are similarly structured but are often
higher than management fees associated with other, more traditional, investments such as
mutual funds. Raymond James and/or financial advisors may share in a portion of
management fees to which an investment manager is entitled. It is important for you to work
with your financial advisor(s) to evaluate how a particular alternative investment and its
features fit your individual needs and objectives. An important component of this selection
process includes carefully reading the accompanying offering documents and/or prospectus
prior to making a purchase decision. The offering documents contain important information
that will help you make an informed choice. If you are purchasing alternative investments in a
fee-based account, pledse review Form ADVY Part 2A or Wrap Fee Program Brochure, as
applicable, for additional information.

Alternative Investments involve substantial risks that may be greater than those associated
with traditional investrnents and are not suitable for all investors.

	The meeting was called to order at 10:00 a.m., Executive Officer (EO) Andy Foster called Roll and a quorum was established.

	Agenda Item 5 -Appeal of license suspension and fine from Jonathan Jones for violation of California Code of Regulations, Title 4, section 303, 390 and Business and Professions Code sections 18843(b) and 18649. 
	Mr. Walker introduced the appeal and presented the hearing instructions. Supervising Deputy Attorney General, Mr. Jim Ledakis, briefly described the violations against Mr. Jones and submitted all exhibits to be considered during the hearing. Mr. Walker received both briefs and exhibits into evidence. 
	On behalf of EO Foster, Mr. Ledakis presented the Commission with formal recommendations to revoke Mr. Jones' Mixed Martial Arts license and assess fines for each violation. 
	Mr. Jones' lawyer, Mr. Howard Jacobs, presented his opening statement to the Commission. In his address, Mr. Howard explained Mr. Jones is not contesting the finding of the prohibited substance in his July 28, 2017, sample. He explained Mr. Jones' position remains he has never knowingly taken any substance that could have caused a positive test. He continued by stating Mr. Foster's recommendation assesses the maximum possible fine amount and concluded by requesting the Commission consider Mr. Jones' intent 
	Mr. Ledakis called Dr. Daniel Eichner, Laboratory Director of the Sports Medicine Research and Testing Laboratory (SMRTL) in Salt Lake City, Utah, to approach as an expert witness and provide testimony. Mr. Ledakis asked Mr. Howard for a stipulation that Dr. Eichner is an expert in his field; Mr. Howard affirmed. He asked Dr. Eichner if he has reviewed the testing data _(Exhibit 5) from SMRTL dated August 21, 2017, for Mr. Jones. 
	Mr. Ledakis asked Dr. Eichner to testify regarding the results of the testing data and explain what Turinabol is. Dr. Eichner responded the testing data resulted in an adverse finding for a metabolite of oral Turinabol. He clarified Turinabol is also known as dehydrochlormethyltestosterone (DHCMT), and it is an anabolic endogenic agent, which is prohibited in all sports, and is a 'Schedule 3' drug, which means it is prohibited from being sold in the United States. 
	Dr. Eichner testified what was cultured out in this case was a metabolite of Turinabol. Metabolites are substances created when the drug passes through the urine and the drug is broken down or metabolized into something else. He added in certain circumstances (Turinabol being a classic example of this) some of the metabolites are a lot longer-lived than the parent drug. He concluded in drug testing, the metabolites are normally tested for because they offer a longer window of detection. 
	Mr. Ledakis inquired about the purpose for the administration of Turinabol. Dr. Eichner explained oral Turinabol was developed in Eastern Germany to treat medical conditions 
	February 27, 2018 
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	and diseases. Unfortunately, it was subsequently abused for doping in sport, mainly 
	through Eastern Europe, a performance enhancing steroid. 
	Mr. Ledakis asked Dr. Eichner to describe his conclusion, after reviewing the testing data and the report by Dr. Scott. He asked, given the timing of the tests and their results, if Dr. Eichner can draw any conclusions as to how the Turinabol was administered. Dr. Eichner explained, based on the data provided, he is only able to conclude oral Turinabol was administered sometime after Mr. Jones' July 7, 2017 test and the subsequent test later in July. 
	When asked if he can draw any conclusion based on the negative tests in both early July and October, paired with a positive test in late July, Dr. Eichner explained he was unable to. According to Dr. Eichner, there would need to be further research conducted to look at the metabolism and excretion rate of oral Turinabol, and some necessary studies could help shed light on how long it's detectable after administration. He further explained another important factor to consider are how much of the drug was adm
	When asked why this necessary research has not been done, Dr. Eichner explained because Turinabol is not an FDA appmved drug, it would be impossible to get ethical approval to conduct the necessary studies on humans in the United States. 
	Mr. Ledakis asked Dr. Eichner if he believes Mr. Jones' physical performance was enhanced by the substance found in the positive test for the long-term metabolite (M3), if he could say whether the metabolite was ingested for therapeutic reasons or by accident. Dr. Eichner responded there is not enough information available to make those determinations. 
	Mr. Ledakis directed the Commission's attention to Dr. Paul Scott's expert report (Exhibit Y) and asked Dr. Eichner if he has reviewed the report. Dr. Eichner responded he had. When asked to describe what the report generally stated, Dr. Eichner described in all likelihood, the athlete administered a contaminated product, which caused the adverse finding on the test done in late July. He added, however, there is not enough information available to determine whether it was therapeutic or a contaminant. He st
	He described other cases related to oral Turinabol where sometimes the metabolite is detectible-for several weeks after use, and in other times, detectable for significantly longer. Pharmacokinetics requires having knowledge of exactly how much, how often, and the route of administration. He explained, without having this information in concert with 
	the necessary research, it would be impossible for him to give a determination on exactly how much was used and when it was used, in this case. 
	Mr. Ledakis concluded he had no further questions for Dr. Eichner, and invited the Commission to ask questions about anything they need clarification on. 
	Commissioner Shen-Urquidez asked Dr. Eichner if there was any question the adverse finding was a form of chlorinated anabolic steroid. Dr. Eichner testified he is confident the M3 metabolite detected is consistent with oral Turinabol. He added there is a small possibility the substance could be another chlorinated anabolic steroid, also prohibited. However, given the profile of the substance found in this case, he has never found it to be anything other than oral Turinabol. 
	Commissioner Shen-Urquidez confirmed with Dr. Eichner because Turinabol is not an FDA approved substance, there are no controlled studies and those studies would be the only way to understand when a person would have ingested the drug. She further confirmed, in Mr. Jones' case, the lack of studies means there is no way of knowing this when he would have ingested the Turinabol, or how fast it would leave his system. Dr. Eichner agreed the only certain conclusions that can be made in this case are there was T
	Commissioner Shen-Urquidez asked Dr. Eichner if, in his experience testing supplements for contaminants he ever tested any supplements contaminated with Turinabol. He said he had not. Commissioner Shen-Urquidez asked Dr. Eichner if he had ever heard of any other labs who had come across any supplements contaminated with Turinabol. He said 
	he had not. 
	Vice Chair Mary Lehman asked Dr. Eichner if he would be able to identify the degree of presence of Turinabol in Mr. Jones' sample, describe what routes of administration are available for Turinabol and explain whether Turinabol is known to be less detectable. Dr. Eichner explained he is unable to approximate the concentration of Mr. Jones' sample, although it was a low level. He further explained the typical route of administration for oral Turinabol is ingestion; however, it is possible to make the drug av
	Mr. Ledakis directed the Commission's attention to page 4 of Dr. Scott's report (Exhibit Y), paragraph 14, which states, "Absent that work, it is not possible to do anything other than make educated guesses regarding detection windows." Dr. Eichner agreed with Dr. Scott's statement in the report and confirmed much of the report appears to have made those educated guesses in order to arrive upon the conclusions. 
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	Mr. Jacobs asked if Dr. Eichner interpreted Dr. Scott's report as saying this was definitely 
	a contaminated supplement. Dr. Eichner responded he would not use the word 'definitely.' 
	When asked if a fair reading of the report would be Dr. Scott was looking at the evidence 
	to try to offer an opinion as to whether the totality of the evidence was consistent with 
	intentional use versus unintentional use, Dr. Eichner responded his interpretation of the 
	summary in the report was it was most likely caused from a contaminated product. 
	When asked if he could identify other possibilities of unintentional use, Dr. Eichner suggested other than the athlete being unconscious and unaware of what was going on, the only other possibility of unintentional use he could think of would be a contaminated product. Mr. Jacobs reviewed parts of Dr. Scott's report, specifically the approximate excretion half-life rate and the assumption intentional use would have resulted in a detectable amount of M3 in the sample collected in October. He asked Dr. Eichne
	Mr. Jacobs called Dr. Paul Scott, author of the Expert Report in question, to approach and provide testimony. Mr. Howard inquired about Dr. Scott's experience pertaining to testifying in cases where the issue was for the detection window of this metabolite. Dr. Scott briefly explained a case involving the metabolism of DHCMT, specifically M3. Mr. Howard asked Mr. Ledakis for a stipulation on Dr. Scott's credentials; Mr. Ledakis affirmed. 
	When asked if he had any responses regarding Mr. Eichner's comments involving his report, Dr. Scott responded he agrees with much of what Dr. Eichner said, although he wished to clarify his report ultimately concluded this was most likely from a contaminated supplement, his conclusion does depend on the assumptions made. He agreed there are many more studies necessary to make a better determination. However, they cannot be done in the United States and he hopes to see those studies conducted elsewhere. He e
	Chairman Carvelli inquired about Dr. Scott's involvement in this case and where his involvement originated. Dr. Scott responded he is President of Korvalabs, Inc., which is a clinically licensed laboratory specializing in anti-doping services. He mentioned they also offer supplement testing and private anti-doping detection. He explained he was asked by Mr. Jacobs to review a documentation package, which he found no issues with. In 
	addition, previous to that review, he also attended the B sample testing as an independent witness. He added he also provided testing services to detect the presence of the parent compound of DHCMT in Mr. Jones's supplements. 
	Mr. Jacobs asked Dr. Scott to describe the basis for his assertion in the report which stated that the October 11, 2017, negative test makes it unlikely during the three-week period between July 8, 2017, and July 28, 2017, Mr. Jones repeatedly used an effective dose of Turinabol. 
	Dr. Scott explained he had to consider how the Turinabol entered the body, what he knows definitively is the administration was sometime between the first negative test and the first positive test. He further detailed when considering both scenarios, the contamination scenario is more likely based on the testing data than the doping scenario. 
	Mr. Ledakis asked Dr. Scott to explain what he meant by detection window. Dr. Scott explained the detection window would be the amount of time after the last administration and the time the drug leaves the system. When asked to confirm if in his report, he identified a 51-day detection window for Turinabol, Dr. Scott clarified that the 51-day approximate window of time comes from Sobolevsky's 'Journal of Steroid Biochemistry and Molecular Biology.' Mr. Ledakis inquired about the assumptions and evidence in 
	Commissioner Williams suggested the spirit of the report and Dr. Scott's testimony is the concept of intentional use versus unintentional use is reliant on certain dosage. He inquired about the possibly of the administration being intentional and also at a very low dosage. Dr. Scott agreed with Commissioner Williams' assessment and identified if the assumptions are rejected, then the conclusions must be as well. 
	Vice Chair Lehman asked Dr. Scott about the extent of his research on which he based his standard for an effective dosage of Turinabol in order to achieve athletic benefits. Dr. Scott explained his research, in this case, was limited, and stated he was given a reference from Mr. Jacob's, which was ultimately in agreement with his experience working with other anabolic steroid scenarios. 
	Commissioner Shen-Urquidez asked if Dr. Scott was being paid for his attendance at the meeting, as well as paid at the same rate to prepare and review the report. Dr. Scott responded he was compensated for the review and preparation of the report and his time at the meeting. The stated rate was $300/hour. When asked about the difficulty of finding out certain information necessary for refining certain assumptions for the report, Dr. Scott mentioned the time constraints for the report. He stated, for example
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	approximately somewhere in the four-hour range and the assumptions were therefore 
	based primarily on his experience and internet research. 
	Chairman Carvelli asked Dr. Scott about the length of his involvement in the case. Dr. Scott responded although not continuous, his lab was commissioned to test many of Mr. Jones' supplements over the course of 7 months. When asked who determined which supplements to test, Mr. Jacobs explained about 15 supplements were tested and none returned adverse findings with Korvalabs. Subsequent testing at both Korvalabs and Dr. · Eichner's lab occurred for all supplements and creams, which Mr. Jones was in contact 
	Mr. Jacobs called Mr. Jonathan Jones, Professional Mixed Martial Artist, to approach and provide testimony. Mr. Jacobs asked Mr. Jones whether he has ever knowingly taken Turinabol and asked him to describe his reaction to finding out he had tested positive. Mr. Jones responded he has never knowingly taken Turinabol and was confused by the adverse finding. He mentioned he struggled with the process of assessing his surroundings including individuals. He added during his fight camp, specifically the month le
	Mr. Jones further explained to the Commission, everything he and his management did to determine what caused the adverse test result. When asked what his response is to Executive Officer Foster's brief that outlines issues in Mr. Jones' past that demonstrate a pattern of poor judgment and recklessness behavior, Mr. Jones responded he acknowledges his past actions are not things he will easily escape. However, he explained he has accepted all punishments for his actions and has made a conscious effort to mak
	Mr. Ledakis asked Mr. Jones if he can describe what assurances he could make to the Commission to ensure something like this would never happen again. Mr. Jones responded, in this case, those assurances are hard to give because he doesn't feel he did anything to cause this adverse finding. He explained, short of extraordinary measures to ensure he is not tainted by anybody or anything, his assurance is the promise he made to the people and kids of Albuquerque, New Mexico. He maintained he doesn't know how t
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	Commissioner Shen-Urquidez asked Mr. Jones if he remembers completing a 'Declaration of Use' form before his test in July. Mr. Jones responded he did remember and completed the form with the help of his management. Commissioner Shen-Urquidez inquired as to why there were an additional 1 0 supplements, not listed on the declaration, sent to the lab after notification of his adverse result. Mr. Jones responded he wasn't aware he had to list supplements that are typical for any male to take for their health. 
	Commissioner Shen-Urquidez confirmed with Mr. Jones' his awareness of the USADA becoming the independent anti-doping administrator for the Ultimate Fighting Championship (UFC) in 2015; at which time Mr. Jones would have become part of the registered testing pool. She added along with registration, Mr. Jones was required to complete online educational classes. Mr. Jones responded he never completed those courses and admitted he had his management complete the courses for him. Commissioner Shen-Urquidez asked
	Commissioner Shen-Urquidez also questioned Mr Jones regarding his prior car accidents, leaving the scene of a car accident, receiving community service, receiving additional community service for subsequent moving citations, when Mr. Jones stated he had learned his lesson. Commissioner Shen-Urquidez also confirmed with Mr. Jones that he totaled a Bentley given to him by the UFC. Mr. Jones confirmed the car wreck but stated it was not a gift. Commissioner Shen-Urquidez stated she had no further questions. 
	Commissioner Frierson commented when someone is wrong, they should accept the• consequences. He explained how Mr. Jones should consider his actions, and work toward displaying himself better as a role model. Mr. Jones expressed he agrees with Commissioner Frierson's statement about being wrong and accepting punishment. However, in this instance he swears he is not wrong. 
	Vice Chair Lehman asked if Mr. Jones had an opinion on the prevalence and the use of steroids in the sport of mixed martial arts. Mr. Jones responded he is only aware of the very public cases, adding he is one of the biggest advocates against performance enhancing drugs. He suggested if there were athletes doping, he would not be the one they would tell. Vice Chair Lehman asked Mr. Jones to clarify if when he said he did not recall taking the USADA courses, he meant he just couldn't remember or if he affirm
	Vice Chair Lehman asked Mr. Jones to describe examples, which show better decision­making. Mr. Jones explained how he has audited his surroundings as well as hired a driver to prevent any future driving violations. 
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	Commissioner Sauter expressed he is troubled with having to make a determination, 
	which could potentially end Mr. Jones' career; and stated he hopes the promises being 
	made by Mr. Jones are true. 
	Chairman Carvelli asked Mr. Jones if he still drinks alcohol, to which he responded he 
	does. Chairman Carvelli explained how he has yet to hear any real changes being made 
	by Mr. Jones. He suggested Mr. Jones consider his judgment issues as well as changing 
	his management team. He further explained the Commission is tasked with either 
	accepting EO Foster's recommendation or changing it. He asked Mr. Jones if he would 
	consider an athlete, doping intentionally or not, a danger to their opponent; Mr. Jones 
	responded, yes, he would.

She explained if the Commission was to suspend, they could actually suspend for longer, whereas, a revocation would be for a year. She stated Mr. Jones was suspended before and with a suspension, he gets his license back, automatically, at the end of the suspension. With a revocation, there is a condition that Mr. Jones would have to appear in front of the Commission again to show evidence of rehabi

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	Agenda Item 8 -Executive Officer's Report 
	a. Budget Update for the Support Fund, the Neurological Fund, and Pension Program EO Foster reported as of February 16, 2018, the Commission had deposited $$1, the first true budget report, was recently received and mentioned he has confidence the Commission is revenue positive. He further reported the Commission recently renewed their contract with Raymond James, the Pension Investments Administrator. He added Mr. Shaw has re-balanced the Commission's portfolio to what he considers a better allocation to a
	b. Report on Pending and Proposed Regulations 
	• Examination of Boxer Applicants (Amendment to Title 4, California Code of Regulations section 280.) 
	EO Foster reported the rulemaking package was submitted-to DCA on August 29, 2017, and is currently under review by the department. Spencer Walker mentioned he would check on the status of the regulation package with the Department of Consumer Affairs. Vice Chair Lehman inquired about the repercussions of the regulation not going through. EO Foster responded, stating part of the regulation is the neurological assessment and the other part details the examinations required for licensure, which were both audi
	c. Status Update of Delegated Entities 
	Mr. Jon Frank, President, reported one event which occurred since the report was submitted, adding there was one medical suspension due to an asthma attack. He provided an update on the USFL website which will be rolling out options for online licensing, monitoring results, and will have the ability to crate identification cards. 
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	Mr. Frank concluded his report by presenting all three rule changes and explaining 
	the benefits to the sport. 
	Vice Chair Lehman inquired about Mr. Frank's involvement in the Los Angeles High Intensity Drug Trafficking Area Training Center. Mr. Frank explained he teaches seminars and trains military personnel as volunteer service. Vice Chair Lehman clarified CSAC's delegation to USFL is limited to youth and stated the Commission is not responsible for providing oversight for any activities involving military, police or fire. Mr. Frank assured the Commission the involvement is outside of his delegation. 
	Commissioner Shen-Urquidez explained the importance of the Concussion Protocol information being available on their website, to which Mr. McAtee agreed and stated he would make sure it is immediately available. 
	d. Update on C3 Logix Sports Concussion Management Program EO Foster reported to the Commission the process and logistics fortesting athletes. He stated the total number of athletes tested is around 700, and he is confident in his projection of testing a total of 1,000 athletes by December 2018. 
	e. Upcoming Event Schedule and discussion regarding event activity EO Foster presented the Commission with the updated event schedule and directed their attention to the March 10, 2018, Top Rank event in Carson, California, at the Stub Hub Center. 
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	f. Staffing update 
	EO Foster reported the Commission's Sacramento office has one staff member out on maternity leave and another leaving soon. He mentioned the process started to hire two seasonal clerks to assist with the administrative workload in the office. 
	g. Report on Advisory Committee on Medical and Safety Standards (MAC) Meeting on January 27, 2018 
	EO Foster reported the refusal of medical care was discussed at the MAC meeting. Commissioner Williams mentioned he was pleased with how well rounded the Commission's approved ringside physicians are. He reported the meeting was very productive, specifically with the topic of refusal of care. He explained how Dr. Wallace described the Ringside Physician's role as ensuring safety, not providing treatment. Vice Chair Lehman requested to be involved in future discussions regarding the issue. 
	Agenda Item 7-Subcommittee Update: Pension Fund (Lehman/Ayala) 
	EO Foster reported the Commission paid $227,733 in pension payments in 2017. He acknowledged the efforts of the World Boxing Council (WBC) to assist the Commission in locating potentially eligible boxers. Vice Chair Lehman recognized the Commission office and the WBC, she suggested the Commission consider preparing a formal commendation for WBC. She concluded by requesting EO Foster include a chart which shows the backlog of vested boxers in future reports. 
	Agenda Item 13 -Recognition of Rebecca Relyea for her work in developing a new CSAC Event Information Database 
	EO Foster provided background on the Commission's need for a streamlined database, which could be used in the office and transferred seamlessly into the field. He explained he told Mrs. Relyea what was needed and she was able to create it -adding, her efforts are worthy of recognition. 
	The Commission presented, and Mrs. Rebecca Relyea accepted a Certificate of Appreciation, mentioning how honored she is to be a part of the Commission team. 
	Agenda Item 9 -Discussion and possible action on the Association of Boxing Commissions' Unified Rules of Kickboxing 
	EO Foster and Commissioner Shen-Urquidez provided background to the Commission about the Unified Rules of Kickboxing and their process in developing the rules. Vice Chair Lehman expressed concerns with the language of Rule 18, and requested confirmation that the rules also allow for variation for local jurisdictions. Commissioner Shen-Urquidez responded as long as the local rules do not take away from the integrity of the rules in terms of health and safety. 
	Spencer Walker confirmed the Commission is not required to take any action since the Association of Boxing Commissions already approved the rules on July 26, 2017. 
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	Agenda Item 11 -Calendar year end Commission summary EO Foster summarized the number of and the different types of events held in California in 2017. He summarized the comparisons of event revenue, attendance, and TV statistics for all professional combat sporting events in 2017. He outlined the process he has used for approving bouts, implementing the C3 Logix program, drug testing and the Pension fund. He added he continues to work with all database administrators to further refine their programming to fi
	He concluded with a visual, which showed a comparison of California's event statistics against other Commissions. He proudly announced California sanctioned more total events in the country and almost the same number of events as New York, Nevada and Texas, combined; adding, at 38 title fights, California tied Nevada for the most sanctioned title fights. 
	Commissioner Shen-Urquidez commended EO Foster on his efforts in creating the regulatory handbook and year-end summary. 
	Agenda Item 13 -a. Business and Professions Code section 18640.5 requires the Commission .to invite stakeholder testimony at Commission meetings in order to identify actions that may lead to greater opportunities for licensees to participate in major professional boxing contests. 
	No stakeholder comments received. 
	Agenda Item 14 -Public Comment on Items Not on the Agenda Mr. Roy Englebrecht, CSAC Licensed Promoter, thanked the Commission, EO Foster, his staff, and Mr. Relyea. He stated there is no comparison of how this EO operates versus Executive Officers in the past. He concluded EO Foster and his staff are, without a doubt, the best in the country.

	The Commission reviewed the list of meetings. No changes were discussed.

	Agenda Item 1 -Call the meeting to Order/ Roll Call / Pledge of Allegiance/ Establishment of Quorum 
	The meeting was called to order at 10:00 a.m., Executive Officer (EO) Andy Foster called the Roll and a quorum was established. 
	Agenda Item 2 -Welcome -Chairman's opening remarks Chairman Carvelli welcomed everyone to the meeting and read aloud a policy memorandum from October 2, 2015, in which the Commission, by way of internal policy, granted exclusive authority of selecting and assigning officials to the Executive Officer. The memorandum further stated any official who believes the criteria is not being followed, 
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	or has issues with their assignments, are encouraged to address their concerns before the Commission, in writing or in person, during a publicly noticed Commission meeting. The criteria for assigning officials was also read aloud and include, among other things, experience, qualifications, track record, reputation in the field, scheduling flexibility, positive cooperative attitude, and CSAC budget constraints. 
	Mr. Spencer Walker, Legal Counsel, suggested the Commission consider tabling the approval of the February 27, 2018, Commission Meeting minutes. EO Foster agreed and further explained a significant amount of revisions were provided by Commissioner Shen­Urquidez to staff the night prior. 
	This agenda item was tabled to allow revisions and a clean version to be available for 
	approval at the next Commission meeting. 
	Agenda Item 4 -Review and Possible Action on Petition to Change the Decision for Michael Guy vs. Junior Younan bout on July 29, 2017, in Long Beach, CA 
	EO Foster presented the Commission with background on the petition to change the decision of the bout. He introduced the parties involved; Mr. Michael Guy, present at the meeting and representing himself, Mr. Dino Duva and Mr. Joshua Dubin, present via teleconference, representing Mr. Junior Younan. 
	Video footage of the bout was presented to the Commissioners and Mr. Guy provided the Commission with a narrative of each video. 
	Vice Chair Mary Lehman recalled discussion from a previous meeting where the score resulting from just one knockdown would shift the overall decision of the bout and requested to review the scorecard from the bout. Mr. Guy explained his understanding was that the first knockdown would have resulted in a draw, and the second and third knockdowns would have resulted in a win on the cards. 
	Referee Wayne Hedgepeth, present at the meeting, approached the Commission for testimony. Commissioner Ayala asked Mr. Hedgepeth to describe his thoughts, following the review of each video. Mr. Hedgepeth stated that during the bout, and after review of the video footage, he cannot point to a definitive punch which resulted in a knockdown. 
	Mr. Josh Dubin, applauded Mr. Hedgepeth's letter describing his observations during the bout. He explained at many points during the bout, Mr. Guy engaged in wrestling tactics and recognized Mr. Hedgepeth's restraint, as it would have been well within his right to have disqualified Mr. Guy at one point He concluded by stating rule 368 requires a clear violation of the rules and suggested the Commission defer to the judgement of their referee in this case. 
	EO Foster presented the Commission with the scores of the bout, as requested. He explained a referee, licensed by the Commission and assigned by the EO, not only made 
	a ruling on the bout, he reviewed available tape and maintains his original ruling. EO Foster concluded the issue is a discretionary call for the referee to make. 
	Vice Chair Lehman motioned to change the decision of the bout to a Draw. Commissioner Shen-Urquidez seconded the motion. 
	Commissioner Van Gordon Sauter stated although Mr. Guy has an incredible case, he is not convinced it is a compelling case and considering the circumstances he stays with the judgement of the referee. Commissioner Ayala, Commissioner Frierson and Chairman Carvelli each stated their agreement with Commissioner Sauter. 
	Vice Chair Lehman suggested the Commission's role is to review these controversial bouts and stated the decision should not always default to the referee as things are sometimes out of view and missed. She explains the knockdown in round 7 was clear to her and one other was arguable, which was her rationale for changing the decision to a draw. 
	Commissioner Vernon Williams stated in the absence of some clear and obvious mistake, the Commission should rely on and trust the referee's assessment from in the ring and after review of video footage. He further explained if the Commission was considering a revision based on an omission, the other potential omissions during the bout would also have to be considered. 
	Commissioner Shen-Urquidez summarized her review of the videos from the bout and explained the problem with the judgement being in real-time, is there are also mistakes made by officials. She explained the lack of an evaluation process for officials has resulted in mistakes being made with little repercussion on the official and much repercussion on the athletes' careers. She concluded with suggesting an evaluation process be established to alleviate errors. 
	PUBLIC COMMENT Ms. Delilah Ponce, USA Boxing Referee, explained she was present at the bout and stated the bout was a wrestling match. She further stated she thought both athletes were going to be disqualified, but commended the referee for addressing the issues during the 
	bout and believes he made no mistake. 
	After a roll call vote, the motion failed 5-2, upholding Mr. Younan as the winner. 
	Carvelli -No; Lehman -Yes; Frierson -No; Shen-Urquidez -Yes; Sauter-No; Dr. Williams -No; Ayala -No. 
	Commissioner Ayala explained although he agreed with Commissioner Shen-Urquidez's suggestion to formulate a plan to filter these petitions, he wished to clarify he did not agree with her interpretation that the Commission believed the referee made a mistake. He concluded that after reviewing the video footage, his basis for his position relied on the fact that he did not see substantial evidence that the decision should be overturned. 
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	from Ray Corona 
	EO Foster explained an incident occurred at the March 29, 2017, at California Golden Gloves #3 Qualifier in Los Angeles, CA, which involved Mr. Ray Corona. He detailed his review which included USA Boxing materials, multiple videos and used his authority as the EO to issue a suspension letter for the balance of Mr. Corona's license term. He explained Mr. Corona chose not to appeal the suspension and completed the term of the suspension, losing approximately one year of his career. 
	EO Foster recommended the Commission consider granting Mr. Corona a temporary 
	referee/judge license, pending USA Boxing's investigation and final disciplinary action, at 
	which time the Commission may determine the appropriate action. 
	Mr. Ray Corona apologized to the Commission and to USA Boxing and expressed his 
	remorse for the incident occurring. 
	Commissioner Shen-Urquidez asked Mr. Corona if he is still appealing the USA Boxing suspension. Mr. Corona explained that he was suspended for 10 years, and that he is in the process of appealing. Commissioner Shen-Urquidez asked Mr. Corona what exactly 
	he is sorry and remorseful for. Mr. Corona explained he feared for his son and reacted, although in retrospect, made the wrong decision by fighting instead of using other means to protect his son. 
	Vice Chair Lehman inquired about USA Boxing's investigation status. EO Foster stated he has the materials of the investigation and explained as the appeal process continues, there will be more information available. 
	Mr. Mike McAtee, President of USA Boxing, provided the Commission with extensive background on the investigation of Mr. Corona's suspension. 
	Commissioner Frierson provided a brief history involving anger and forgiveness and stated he believes one year is long enough of a suspension. Commissioner Ayala reviewed the two suspensions and asked EO Foster to clarify whether his recommendation involves just Mr. Corona's California license or if the decision being made will impact the USA Boxing process. EO Foster explained Mr. Corona's temporary license would only allow him to work professional bouts in California or overseas when requested by a sancti
	Commissioners Sauter state he was surprised by the degree of the penalty USA Boxing has imposed on Mr. Corona. Chairman Carvelli asked EO Foster to clarify the rationale for his recommendation for the temporary license approval being linked with the USA Boxing determination. EO Foster stated the item is not a result of an appeal of Mr. Corona's license suspension. He explained had Mr. Corona appealed, he would have been 
	prepared to disclose further details of the USA Boxing case. However, since he chose to accept the full term of the Commission's suspension, the determination would be to grant a temporary license, or not. 
	Commissioner Williams motioned to grant a temporary referee/judge license to Mr. Corona, pending USA Boxing's investigation and final disciplinary action, at which time the Commission may determine the appropriate action. 
	Commissioner Frierson seconded the motion. 
	Mr. Mike McAtee, President of USA Boxing, stated the day the incident occurred, Mr. Corona was acting in the capacity of a USA Boxing Coach, not as an official. He explained his reluctance of disclosing evidence at a public Commission meeting and stated USA Boxing's Judicial Committee would be a more appropriate venue, if or when Mr. Corona does move forward with his appeal. 
	Ms. Delilah Ponce, USA Boxing Referee, stated Mr. Corona's apologies have been toward everyone but her, the Referee of the bout. She expressed her disappointment with Mr. Corona's actions following the incident. 
	Mr. Joe Zanders, President of USA Boxing's Southern California Association, explained he was not in the room at the venue of the incident, however he was on-site, and in his years of involvement with USA Boxing he has never experienced an incident like what occurred with Mr. Corona. He stated coaches are not allowed in the ring, suggested this incident was racially motivated, and invited the Commission to request testimony on what happened from the individuals who were present at the event. 
	Ms. Arlene Corona, Wife of Mr. Corona,· spoke on behalf of her husband and encouraged the Commission to consider Mr. Corona's remorse and focus on the punishment he has already endured. 
	After a roll call vote, the motion passed 6-1, to grant Mr. Corona a temporary license. 
	Carve/Ii -Yes; Lehman -Yes; Frierson -Yes; Shen-Urquidez -No; Sauter-Yes; Dr. Williams -Yes; Ayala -Yes. 
	a. Budget Update for the Support Fund, the Neurological Fund, and Pension Program 
	EO Pension Fund. He explained these revenue numbers and the upcoming event schedule, the Commission is and will continue to be in a healthy financial standing. He further explained since the additional appropriation of $is available to the Commission, he requested it previous to receiving a budget report from the 
	Department of Consumer Affairs (DCA), just to be safe. He stated since receiving the updated budget report, he does not believe the Commission will need to utilize those funds, however they are still available in the case of unforeseen expenses. 
	ending balance of $. He explained he does not currently have a report for the Neurological fund, but is confident the Commission will receive the appropriation. 
	Vice Chair Lehman recalled discussions about reallocating the pension fund's investments and asked if that has already occurred. EO Foster confirmed those adjustments have been made. 
	• California Amateur Mixed Martial Arts Organizations (CAMO) Mr. JT Steele, President, directed the Commission's attention to his report detailing results of bouts and injuries. He explained the results of the report shows a consistency with the safety of the sport which he describes as a testament to the exceptional pool of officials in California. Vice Chair Lehman suggested the names be removed from the report and suggested Mr. Steele work with Mr. Fossum of the IKF to mirror his format. Mr. Steele agree
	Mr. Steele further reported the caliber of events being sanctioned by CAMO has significantly increased throughout the years and suggested, among other benefits, the shows continue to increase officials' experience and training. He added CAMO's online training tool and equipment availability expansion are both well underway. 
	Commissioner Shen-Urquidez requested Mr. Steele provide an updated financial 
	report at the next meeting. 
	• USA Boxing (USA Boxing) Mr. Mike McAtee, Executive Director, introduced Mr. Mike Campbell, Events and Boxing Operations Manager, explaining when he is not available to attend California Commission meetings, Mr. Campbell will be sent as his proxy. 
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	Mr. McAtee reported of 551 bouts and 1,653 rounds, there were a total of 2 injuries in California. He further reported on USA Boxing's efforts to enhance training of officials including required tests and announced implementation of a ranking system for their officials nationwide. 
	Mr. Campbell thanked the Commission for the hard work that goes into creating 
	policy with becomes the precedent for the rest of the country. He reviewed USA 
	Boxing's schedule, coordination of California LBCs, and shared how the licensing 
	data for their California population compares to the rest of the United States. 
	Vice Chair Lehman asked the USA Boxing representatives to clarify their financial 
	in Southern California to. 
	Mr. McAtee explained the Southern California LBC and Mr. Joe Zanders put 
	additional time, effort and money into each event. He added although the events 
	are not necessarily revenue positive, the Southern California LBC is ensuring a 
	higher quality event for their jurisdiction. 
	Vice Chair Lehman asked Mr. McAtee to .elaborate on the Ringside Boxing 
	Tournament which was on the verge of being cancelled on account of sanctioning 
	fees being too high. Mr. McAtee explained the Ringside World Championship 
	started in 2001 in Kansas City, and mentioned that at the time, he was a marketing 
	director for them. He explained the purpose of that tournament was to provide 
	opportunity for boxers to compete, but more importantly, it provided Ringside an 
	avenue to create relationships and sell boxing equipment. He added it was 
	ultimately a marketing opportunity for Ringside. He stated since the magnitude of 
	the event was higher in terms of insurance with the number of athletes, bouts, and 
	rings being significantly greater than a typical club show, the sanctioning fee was 
	proportionate. 
	• United States Fight League (USFL) Mr. Jon Frank, President, began with acknowledging a passed board member, Mr. Mario Mendez, who will be greatly missed. He reported USFL's event schedule since the last Commission meeting, as well as the upcoming events. He further reported in 1,096 athletic exposures (548 bouts) they have experienced 17 injuries which required suspension from competition or training. 
	Mr. Frank explained many of the injuries may seem insignificant, however to allow 
	complete transparency, anytime a ringside physician makes a note it is reported. 
	Chairman Carvelli commended Mr. Frank on the report and expressed his 
	appreciation of the USFL's transparency with regard to injuries. 
	Mr. Frank further announced the optional training being made available to USFL 
	officials called SafeSport which is a 90-minute course designed to prevent, detect 
	and report inappropriate conduct and abuse of youth athletes. Chairman Carvelli 
	requested Mr. Frank forward the information of the training to EO Foster. 
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	Vice Chair Lehman inquired about why USFL's financial report is missing from this meeting. Mr. Frank explained his understanding was that requirement was on an annual basis. Vice Chair requested EO Foster confirm and inform each sanctioning body as to the frequency of which they must submit updated financial reports. 
	• International Kickboxing Federation (IKF) Mr. Steve Fossum, President, reported IKF implemented a new study which introduced fight day weigh-ins for all lKF events with pre-day weigh-ins. He detailed over the course of 3 events which totaled 66 athletes, 3 athletes lost weight after the weigh-in, 18 athletes gained between 0.0-5.0lbs., 22 athletes gained between 5.1-10.0lbs., 21 athletes gained between 10.1-15.0lbs-21, and 2 athletes gained over 15 lbs. 
	He further reported 16 athletes who won with more weight gain than their opponent, and 50 athletes won with less weight gain than their opponent. He explained the largest weight gain they experienced was 15.8 lbs., in the 127 weight-class. Vice Chair Lehman suggested including the percentage of body weight change instead of just the number of pounds. 
	Commissioner Ayala expressed interest in the study, particularly with how the information and results of the study can be communicated and utilized. He added it may be a helpful tool in persuading athletes that weight cutting and dehydration does not actually help them win. Mr. Fossum explained he hopes to continue the practice and have a larger study pool to report back to the Commission at future meetings. 
	Commissioner Williams suggested the goal is to ultimately associate the weight cutting data with not only win/loss statistics, but also other performance measures such as speed of mental processing, reaction times, dynamic visual acuity, and balance. 
	Vice Chair Lehman suggested Mr. Fossum consider taking on an intern to devise the study for IKF. She stated with summer approaching, he may find success in reaching out to UC Davis. 
	d. Update on C3 Logix Sports Concussion Management Program EO Foster reported the Commission's goal remains at the 1100 evaluations by year end. He explained many of the athletes who compete in California, tend to compete more than once within the year. He expects to still reach the goal, however he reported the pool of licensed athletes in diminishing. 
	Vice Chair Lehman asked in EO Foster is aware of any comparisons being made to 
	check for differentials on athletes who have chosen to test twice. EO Foster mentioned 
	once the baseline testing is completed, the intent is to submit the information to the 
	Medical Advisory Committee for review. 
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	e. Report on 10-point plan expansion to address severe weight cutting in boxing EO Foster reported the Commission has been conducting a weight study on both mixed martial arts and boxing. He explained the more extreme cuts of weight happen in mixed martial arts, however the results of the study show extreme weight cutting is occurring in boxing. He stated he has scheduled a Weight Cutting Summit to discuss this issue with the Boxing sanctioning bodies on June 7, 2018, in Los Angeles, and mentioned the impor
	He explained, with the help of the Boxing sanctioning bodies, his plan is to assemble a recommendation to present to the Commission on how and when to best implement the 10-point Plan to boxing. 
	Chairman Carvelli directed EO Foster to forward the information on the Weight Cutting 
	Summit to all Commissioners. 
	f. Upcoming Event Schedule and discussion regarding event activity 
	EO Foster presented the Commission with the updated event schedule for their review. 
	g. Staffing up.date EO Foster reported the Commission office currently has two staff members on maternity leave. He detailed the office is operating with 2 office technicians, 2 analysts and a seasonal clerk. Vice Chair Lehman acknowledged this time of year is busy for the Commission. 
	Chairman Carvelli asked EO Foster what his budget allocation is for staffing the office. EO Foster explained he has allocation for 10 full time positions, however positions are on maternity leave, leaving him unable to fill those positions. Chairman Carvelli and Vice Chair Lehman provided EO Foster with suggestions for getting help in the office through the busy season. 
	EO Foster explained he is still working to get the Chief Athletic Inspector back, he stressed that position is crucial to the Commission's success. He further explained that position was in existence since the 1930's up until last year. 
	Chairman Carvelli asked EO Fosters opinion on what else can be done to obtain appropriate staffing levels in the office. EO Foster responded he must proceed with caution in hiring more staff and mentioned this in effort to protect the Commission from a situation like what they experienced in 2012. Chairman Carvelli mentioned his appreciation for EO Foster's fiscal responsibility and stated the reserve fund is above a million dollars. 
	He further described the Commission's primary responsibility is to protect the health and safety of the athletes. To do so, EO Foster must get the office back to appropriate staffing levels and expressed his discomfort with the amount of current office staff. 
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	Agenda Item 6 -Discussion of possible creation of a task force to research issues 
	related to gender equity in combat sports 
	EO Foster provided background on the issue and how they came to light for the Commission. He explained the task force would be beneficial to cover topics such as sexual harassment in gyms and competitions, length of rounds in female boxing compared to female mixed martial arts, the income and pay disparity, weight cutting for females, education for trainers to understand gender specific issues, and improper barriers to different genders for fight, coaching, and management opportunities. 
	EO Foster recommended the Commission form a task force to research the issues and 
	report back in one year with possible solutions. Chairman Carvelli clarified the topics 
	suggested are a good start and stated the Commission is open to any other suggestions 
	for this task force. 
	Vice Chair Lehman explained her vision for the task force is to utilize its resources to 
	identify the issues in the sport. She clarified some of the suggestions have been included 
	but the Commission may not be aware of specific instances where they occurred. She 
	added it's something she hopes the task force will identify, consider and provide support 
	for. She suggested utilizing a hotline. 
	Commission Shen-Urquidez stated the Contact Sports Foundation has fllVVomen's Issues Subcommittee which was created last year. She suggested the Commission consider working with the Foundation to cover similar and perhaps larger ground. 
	Commissioner Williams suggested adding traumatic brain injury and concussion awareness to the list of issues to consider. He explained in sports with similar rules, there are gender differences in terms of concussion and associated symptoms presenting higher risk in women. 
	Chairman Carvelli created a subcommittee by appointing Vice Chair Lehman and Commissioner Shen-Urquidez, as well as three volunteers; Mr. JT Steele, Mr. Mike McAtee, and Mr. Steve Fossum. 
	Agenda Item 7 -Discussion of the 2019 Strategic Plan 
	EO Foster explained it is time for the Commission to start assembling a Strategic Plan for the next few years. He presented several suggestions for topics to discuss including, CSAC office staffing and redundancy, lack of an official database for kickboxing, increasing the television tax cap from 35k to 45k and the 2-million-dollar gate tax cap to 3 million dollars at the next sunset review, tribal outreach and agreements, pension outreach, and an applications and licensing database. 
	Chairman Carvelli explained the suggestions from EO Foster are a starting point and invited all Commissioner to provide any other suggestions for the next strategic plan. EO Foster suggested the Commission also consider restructuring the television tax in a way to alleviate the current loophole of streaming and online entertainment options. He 
	proposed assessing a percentage of the total value of the purse amounts which tend to run consistent with the value of the television proceeds. 
	Commissioner Ayala inquired about the timing for having a finalized list of issues to include in the strategic plan. EO Foster responded he hopes to have a completed list by the final Commission meeting of the year. Commissioner Ayala requested EO Foster provide more context on each item. 
	Agenda Item 8 -Subcommittees Updates: 
	a. Pension Fund Subcommittee (Commissioners Lehman and Ayala) EO Foster reported the Commission continues to distribute pension benefit checks. He explained he continues to look for opportunities for the Commission to publicly present a pension check. 
	Vice Chair Lehman asked EO Foster to begin working on a formal recognition for the World Boxing Council (WBC) for their efforts in assisting the Commission with locating potentially eligible boxers. Chairman Carvelli suggested the upcoming weight cutting summit may be an appropriate venue to present the recognition and provide pension forms to the public. 
	Agenda Item 10 -Business and Professions Code section 18640.5 requires the Commission to invite stakeholder testimony at Commission meetings in order to identify actions that may lead to greater opportunities for licensees to participate in maior professional boxing contests.
