Agenda Item 1 — Call the meeting to Order / Roll Call / Pledge of Allegiance
The meeting was called to order at 11:10 a.m. and a quorum was present.

Agenda ltem 2 — Chairman’s Opening Remarks

Chairman Frierson expressed gratitude to Executive Officer (EO) Andy Foster. He explained at
the time he was appointed, the Governor gave him specific instructions to encourage diversity
throughout the Commission. He acknowledged the EO's success in producing such an
environment. Chairman further explained that on February 6, 2015, Speaker Atkins reappointed
him to the Commission, with a term through 2019. Lastly, Mr. Frierson announced that he is
stepping down as Chairman of the Commission.

Agenda ltem 3 — Election of New Officers for 2015

The EO requested Commissioner Frierson to provide a nomination for new Chair.
Commissioner Frierson selected Commissioner Carvelli, the nomination was accepted.

Vice Chair Lehman motioned to approve the minutes as provided; Commissioner Shen-Urquidez
seconded the motion.

Agenda ltem 5 —- Executive Officer's Report

a. Budget Update
The EO presented his budget report, explaining the Commission's revenue through Fiscal Month

7 is $856,653, with expenditures of $833,155. He explained that he remains confident the
Commission will meet the Fiscal Year budget of $1,429,316.

b. Report on Pending Regulations

The EO outlined the status of the currently pending regulations and explained the Therapeutic
Use Exemption (TUE) and the Neurological Assessment regulations will be discussed later in the
meeting. The Final Rulemaking package for the Boxer's Pension Plan Regulation has been
submitted to Department of Consumer Affairs (DCA) and Agency for review.

The Final Rulemaking package for the Television Broadcast Fee Regulation has been approved
by DCA and will be submitted to Office of Administrative Law for review. The Transgender
Athletes Regulation is currently in its 15-day comment period which will close on March 9, 2015.

Agenda Item 7 — Petition for Change of Decision: Tyson Cave vs. ‘Oscar Escandon
The Commission postponed this item for later in the meeting fo allow participants to arrive.

Agenda Item 8 — Petition for Change of Decision: James Chaney vs. Curtis Millender
The Commission postponed this item for later in the meeting to allow participants to arrive.

Agenda Item 9 — Appeal of License Suspension from Robert Emerson

Mr. Emerson explained to the Commission his struggle with a condition his entire life in which he
was prescribed medication to treat. He further explained that he was unaware this medication -
was a performance enhancing drug and requested the Commission consider granting a
reduction of the original suspension of 9-months and $2,500 fine.

After much discussion regarding the timing and disclosure of Mr. Emerson's prescription, Vice
Chair Lehman motioned to maintain the fine amount of $2,500 and reduce the length of the
suspension to 5-months, instead of 9-months. Commissioner Frierson seconded the motion.

The EO asked the Commission to consider allowing Mr. Emerson to pay the full fine amount out
of his purse in his next CA fight.

Agenda Item 6 — Athletic Inspector and Licensed Official - Awards of Recognition, 2014
The Commission presented an award to Inspector Rick Estrada. The EO explained the
tremendous commitment that Mr. Estrada provides to the Commission and expressed
appreciation for all of his hard work.

Agenda Item 10 — Review and Approval of Modifications to the Neurological Assessment
Proposed Regulation Language

Mr. Spencer Walker summarized this item explaining DCA's concerns with the original regulation
language not including a medical examination requirement. He further explained that the revised
language, does in fact, address the issues that the Department raised.

Commissioner Giza proposed a revision to the language to read as follows: Magnetic
Resonance Imaging (MRI) including Susceptibility Weighted Imaging (SWI), shall be completed
by a licensed neurologist, neurosurgeon or neuroradiologist.

He also suggested a correction to the EKG requirement to read as follows: Electrocardiogram
(EKG) must be performed by a licensed physician. This medical test is only required once, or at
the discretion of the licensed examining physician. '

Commissioner Giza motioned to approve the modified text as revised. Commissioner Shen-
Urquidez seconded the motion.

Roll Call Vote: Carvelli - Aye, Lehman - Aye, Frierson - Aye, Giza - Aye, Shen-Urquidez - Aye
Motion passed 5-0 by roll call.

Agenda Item 12 — Discussion and Possible Action Regarding Proposed Adoption of
Section 424 of Article 14 of Division 2 of Title 4 of the California Code of Regulations —
Therapeutic Use Exemption. ‘

The EO recommended that the Commission withdraw this proposal until DCA is able to revise
the TUE Regulation language. Commissioner Shen-Urquidez agreed with the EO's
recommendation and suggested a small work group to discuss such revisions.

Commissioner Giza suggested that the o1 -day review period in the language indicate that a
"complete" application must be submitted for approval and allowed 21 days. The concern is the

Commission will receive partial applications leaving them with a shorter review period for the
remaining sections.

In addition, Commissioner Giza would like the language to clearly detail who is to be reviewing
the applications. He suggested that if it is determined that an administrative review is
appropriate, he would like o see a checklist produced and utilized for all such applications.

It was suggested that the TUE subcommittee be involved in the work group discussions. Since
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this subcommittee lost a member, Commissioner Shen-Urquidez suggested Vice Chair Lehman's
participation since she has worked on a similar regulation.

Vice Chair Lehman motioned to withdraw the proposal to adopt the TUE Regulation.
Commissioner Giza seconded the motion.

Agenda Item 15 — International Kickboxing Federation (IKF) 6-month Review

The EO presented the Commission with an overview of the report of events submitted by IKF. He
explained that IKF has been successful in regulating amateur kick-boxing and suggested that the
Commission consider extending the delegation for another 6 months. Vice Chair Lehman asked
Mr. Fossum, President of IKF, to speak on the reporting of injuries for each event. She
requested, for future reports, an additional document to be included that shows suspensions and
injuries for all shows. Vice Chair Lehman further requested a full report of all accumulative
expenses and income, in reports moving forward.

Commissioner Shen-Urquidez requested that the reports received from each delegation be
consistent with each other. She also asked that the IKF website be revised to exclude "Pro-Am
Kickboxing" information from the California specific website, as they are only responsible for the
amateur kickboxing events.

Commissioner Giza motioned to extend the IKF delegation for 6 months. Commissioner Shen-
Urquidez seconded the motion.

He presented the
Commission with the Association of Ringside Physician's (ARP) Dehydration Informative Flyer
and suggested that with the Commission's approval, he would like to add the flyer as a
supplement to all licensing applications and create pamphlets/posters to distribute to industry.

Commissioner Shen-Urquidez motioned to approve the ARP informative flyer with direction to
EO to distribute (website, licensing packages, all delegate organizations, etc.) and create a
translated version to Spanish. Commissioner Giza seconded the motion.

He
explained that the Commission was highly criticized for the result of this bout and mentioned that
Pod Index is a tool that the Commission is able to use as an educational device for CSAC
officials.
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Commissioner Giza asked the EO to explain how the Pod Index creates such a report. The EO
explained that there are 5 experienced judges selected to review and score the bout. He
ensured that although the reviewers are anonymous, they are typically officials that work in other
States on high-level fights.

Public Comment: Mr. Tony Crebs, CSAC Official, requested an explanation of how the
participants are instructed to watch the fights. He suggested that the reviewers watching the
fight on a television with the ability to pause and replaying portions, does not give an accurate
representation of how a bout is scored in real-time from each judges vantage point.

Mr. Raul Caiz, Jr, CSAC Official, spoke to the Commission regarding the 10-point must system
of scoring and how the concentration and view of an official may influence a judges scoring.

Vice Chair Lehman established a subcommittee for training for CSAC Judges. The
subcommittee will consist of herself and Commissioner Shen-Urquidez.

Reduced Energy Utilization, Nutrient Exchange and Acidosis:
With decreased blood flow to tissues, nutrients don’t get delivered,
and the body’s waste products do not get removed as well. A
buildup of acid occurs which changes cells’ functions in the body.
Heat IlIness: This takes on four forms: heat cramps, heat syncope
(loss of consciousness), heat exhaustion, and heat stroke (which
may be fatal). Dehydration results in decreased blood flow to skin
and muscles. This is followed by decreased ability to regulate body
temperature. The ability to sweat becomes impaired and core body
temperature can rise. This increases the threat of all of these to
poorly hydrated athletes doing strenuous workouts.

Don’t use dehydration as a mainstay of making weight. In addition to the above, it puts you at risk of improper rehydration techniques — when, in
reality, proper re-hydration takes several hours to days.

reported - this is a doping violation with several organizations.)

Decreased Kidney Function: Dehydration leads to decreased
kidney blood flow and decreased kidney function. This contributes
to the problems listed in the points here, in addition to decreased
urine output, concentrated urine, and leakage of protein into the
urine.

Electrolyte Problems: Decreased kidney function results in
imbalances of electrolytes such as unhealthy increases in
potassium and sodium.

Mood Swings and Mental Changes: All of the above contribute to
increased mood swings, poor concentration and focus,
disorientation and other mental changes.

Eye Trouble: Dehydration can cause blurred vision and dry eyes.
Increased Risk of Brain Injury:There are likely increased risks
of brain bleeding and concussion.

But while the fight series might be more entertaining than traditional pugilism, concerns have been
raised that it might be more damaging to the health of the boxers themselves, which has created a
potential roadblock for DirecTV’s plans to bring bouts to Los Angeles.

At 17 feet wide, the sunken fighting pit is about half the size of a regular boxing ring.

“The public want to see more brutality, but that shouldn’t be at the expense of safety,” said
neurosurgeon David Hovda, director of the UCLA Brain Surgery Center. “I'm worried about the
people putting on these shows making the sport less safe for its athletes. I realize this may be due to
economic issues but if the fight fan wanting to see more knockouts equals an increase in blows to the
head, which could cause injury to the brain, then it speaks poorly to our assessment of boxing that
we’re willing to sacrifice safety for entertainment and profit.”

Alex Kaplan, DirecTV’s senior vice president of marketing, countered that BKB would adhere to all
of boxing’s safety and medical regulations, including having ringside physicians, emergency medical
staff and experienced referees on hand to monitor the health and safety of the fighters.

“Safety is taken seriously by BKB,” he insisted. “Since there are no ropes, the fighters are not backed
into a corner where they typically sustain the highest volume of punches. The pit also features a
padded area known as the safety zone where fighters can retreat at any point when they feel the need.”

Five-time world heavyweight champion Evander Holyfield, part of DirecTV’s BKB broadcast team,
is a fan of the new format and sees it as a game-changer for the sport.

“I think BKB can help the popularity of conventional boxing by drawing fans in,” he said. “I just wish
in-glove technology had been available when 1 was boxing because then fans would have really
known how hard guys like myself, Mike Tyson and George Foreman actually hit.”

Those thoughts are echoed by another retired former world champion, Pomona puncher “Sugar”
Shane Mosley, who has turned trainer and spent recent weeks preparing Curtis Stevens for his April 4
BKB main event middleweight bout with Gabe Rosado. The card also includes former World Boxing
Organization, World Boxing Association and World Boxing Council champs.

“I believe the technology and tactics used in BKB will help create more personalities in our sport and
that’s important because to make boxing hugely popular again, there needs to be more big names
other than just its two big stars, Floyd Mayweather and Manny Pacquiao,” Mosley said.

Louis Perry, an inspector for the California State Athletic Commission who travels the state watching
fights and ensuring everything is done safely and within the rules, said it would be up to the
commission to say yes or no to BKB in Los Angeles. Assessing health risks would be the basis for the
decision.

“Anything that brings more revenue to L.A. is a good thing, and big fights certainly do that,” said
Perry, who is also president of Encino’s Kadima Security Services. “But the safety of the fighters is
our No. 1 priority, and there is no No. 2. As long as there’s no safety risk then I'm all for these

SUBJECT Process for Annual Performance Evaluations of Executive Officer

This memorandum revises and updates the February 14, 2013, memo that outlined the
process by which boards, committees or commissions (hereafter, “Board”) evaluate their
Executive Officer (EQ), a generic term which is intended to also include Executive Directors
and Registrars.

The Performance Appraisal process, which is outlined on the following pages, is based on
the principle that performance should be evaluated on a regular basis in order to provide
recognition of effective performance and as a tool to provide guidance in improving future
performance. In accordance with best practices, the Office of Human Resources
recommends that each Board: '

- Provide a written evaluation of EO performance each year which advises the EQ of
past performance

« Provide constructive, job-related comments and specific examples of work done well
and work that could be improved. -

e If applicable, provide suggestzons 1denttfymg specific ways in which the EQ can
improve performance in the coming year.

« Place this topic on the agenda for the next Board Meeting in 2015, and annuailly
thereafter. For the agenda, provide a copy of this memo (or successor memos on
this topic) and the Board Chair/Executive Officer Supervisory Expectations memo
(attached) to ensure all Board Members are aware of the £EO Evaluation Process and
the administrative expectations for the EQ.

This topic is now included in the orientation training for new Board Members to ensure the
information is disseminated in the future.

A new revision to the Performance Appraisal for Executive Officer (Evaluation Form) is
attached to the email distributing this process revzsxon and will also be available to Board
staff on the DCA Intranet.
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Executive Officer Performance Evaluation Process

The DCA recommends all Boards adhere to the process below, which meets Bagley-Keene
Open Meeting Act requirements.

1. When a Board is ready to begin the evaluation process:

« Determine the Board Meeting when the evaluation will oceur and provide proper
notice of the evaluation in the meeting agenda. Suggested language for the.
agenda:

ltem # -- CLOSED SESSION
“The Board will meet in Closed Session pursuant to Government Code Section
11126(a)(1) to conduct its annual evaluation of its Executive Officer.”

s Ask DCA OHR staff or Board staff to provide the Performance Appraisal for
Executive Officer (Evaluation Form) to each Member - ideally, two weeks prior to
the Meeting.

2. Prior to the Board Mesting during which the EQ evaluation will occur, each Board
Member independently completes the Evaluation Form, rating and commenting on
the EO’s performance in each applicable category.

3. Prior to the Board Meeting during which the EO evaluation will occur, the Board
President/Chairperson should contact the appropriate DCA OHR staff (the Personnel
Officer or assigned Personnel Analyst) to discuss the EO’s current salary, salary
increase potential and any salary restrictions which may be in place.

At the Board Meeting, the EO’s performance is discussed by all Board Members in a
closed session under Government Code section 11126(a)(1), in accordance with the:
agenda. Assigned DCA Counsel may assist the Board during this process. The
Board may NOT take any action to dismiss or hear any charges brought against the
EO.

4. Board Members must:
» Discuss ratings for each categary and any job-related comments for that category.
»  Determine the final ratings for each category and which, if any, comments will be
included in the final evaluation.
» If applicable', determine a recommended salary increase and effective date.

5. After the Board has reached consensus on the final ratings and on which comments
will be included, the Board's designee — generally, the Board President/Chairperson -
- prepares a final Evaluation Form reflecting the Board's assessment of the EO’s
performance and includes any job-related comments which the Members deem
necessary in order to communicate successes in the past year and any suggestions
for improvement.

' The Board, via the Evaluation Form, may make a recommendation to the Administration to authorize a
salary increase. The increase may not exceed the maximum of the salary range for the exempt leve! assigned
to the EO for that Board.
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« If applicable, the final Evaluation Form should provide the EO with spegcific
examples of areas for improvement. The Board’s suggestions for improvement
must be realistic.

« The Board’s salary increase recommendation and a prospective effective date are
~ reported on the final Evaluation Form. Note: The effective date is typically at the
beginning of a month, and should be at least thirty (30) days from the meeting

date, to allow adequate time for review and approval of the request.

6. Adfter the final Evaluation Form is completed, the Board President/Chairperson or
designee meets with the EO to discuss his/her performance, the ratings and any
comments provided by the Board Members. At the conclusion of the meeting, both
-must sign the final Evaluation Form. A signed copy is provided to the EO.

7. Alfter the Board President/Chairperson and the EO sign the final Evaluation Form,
the original Is forwarded in a confidential envelope to the Office of Human Resources
(Attention: DCA Personnel Officer, at the address on page 1 of this memo), to be filed
inthe EO’s Official Personnel File.

8. If the Board has recommended a salary increase, the DCA OHR will prepare the
documents to submit the request for final approval, based on the salary increase
infarmation and effective date indicated on the final Evaluation Form.

Reporting Board Action at Next Board Meeting

The Open Meeting Act requires that, after a closed session where there was an action taken
to appoint, employ, or dismiss a public employee, the Board must, during open session ata
subseguent public meeting, report that action and the roll call vote, If any was taken. A
routine annual evaluation does not need to be reported out. If a Board meeting was held via
- teleconference, a roll-call vote is required, and it will therefore he reported.

	In addition to doing away with ropes and setting the match in a smaller space, DirecTV will employ new in-glove technology that will allow viewers to see how fast blows come and how hard they land. 
	Chris Long, DirecTV's senior vice president of entertainment, said he came up with the concept for the Big Knockout Boxing series from, of all things, watching a Jean-Claude Van Damme movie on TV at home. 
	"I saw this film 'Bloodsport' and that was the impetus for BKB," he said. "I was fascinated that there were no ropes and fighters couldn't nm anywhere. Boxing needs more excitement in our opinion, and we feel that spark will be provided by the nowhere-to-nm format and the beautiful ballet of machinery accompanying it." 
	While the ringside judging will follow conventional mies -with the exception that boxers will have a point deducted for leaving the fight zone -viewers at home will be able to mark their scorecards with data displayed on their screens generated by StrikeTec, a technology that has been in development for five years. 
	The technology, which has not been employed by broadcasters before. was developed by EFD Sports in Florence, S.C. DirecTV put in an undisclosed amount of money to iron out kinks in the software in exchange for an exclusive license period for the technology. It would not be more specific. 
	"DirecTV has spent a lot of their time and money to bring this product to life so we can track data in less than a quarter of a second and make a lasting impact on boxing, and perhaps other sports in the future," said Wes Elliott, EFD's chief executive. "Boxing was a sport being left behind by technology, bul now it can be driven off stats and science." 
	Wilh DirecTV's contribution, the software, which syncs data from sensors in the gloves via Bluetooth to a broadcast trnck, was able to be ready for the broadcaster's April 4 BKB debut pay-per-view event in Las Vegas. 
	While Long would not disclose how much had been spent developing the technology, he was happy to talk about the $29.99 pay-per-view cost ofBKB events. 
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	"We' re trying to attract people to test out a new product, so we didn't want to make the price unattractive," said Long, who oversees all sports coverage for DirecTV. 	But while the fight series might be more entertaining than traditional pugilism, concerns have been raised that it might be more damaging to the health of the boxers themselves, which has created a potential roadblock for DirecTV's plans to bring bouts to Los Angeles. 
	At 17 feet wide, the sunken fighting pit is about half the size ofa regular boxing ring. 
	"The public want to see more brutality, but that shouldn't be at the expense of safety," said neurosurgeon David Hovda, director of the UCLA Brain Surgery Center. "I'm worried about the people putting on these shows making the sport less safe for its athletes. I realize this may be due to economic issues but if the fight fan wanting to see more knockouts equals an increase in blows to the head, which could cause injury to the brain, then it speaks poorly to our assessment of boxing that we' re willing to sa
	Alex Kaplan, DirecTV's senior vice president of marketing, countered that BKB would adhere to all of boxing's safety and medical regulations, including having ringside physicians, emergency medical staff and experienced referees on hand to monitor the health and safety of the fighters. 
	"Safety is taken seriously by BKB," he insisted. "Since there are no ropes, the fighters are not backed into a comer where they typically sustain the highest volume of punches. The pit also features a padded area known as the safety zone where fighters can retreat at any poinl when they feel the need." 
	Five-time world heavyweight champion Evander Holyfield, part ofDirecTV's BKB broadcast team, 
	is a fan of the new format and sees it as a game-changer for the sport. 
	"l think 8KB can help the popularity of conventional boxing by drawing fans in," he said. "I just wish in-glove technology had been available when I was boxing because then fans would have really known how hard guys like myself, Mike Tyson and George Foreman actually hit." 
	Those thoughts are echoed by another retired fonner world champion, Pomona puncher "Sugar" Shane Mosley, who has turned trainer and spent recent weeks preparing Curtis Stevens for his April 4 BKB main event middleweight bout with Gabe Rosado. The card also includes fonner World Boxing Organization, World Boxing Association and World Boxing Council champs. 
	"l believe the technology and tactics used in BKB will help create more personalities in our sport and that's important because to make boxing hugely popular again, there needs to be more bi g names other than just its two big stars, Floyd Mayweather and Manny Pacquiao," Mosley said.

	None of the 8KB events planned for the next year has been scheduled in Los Angeles. but DirecTV say it is part of the company's long-term plan to apply for a license to eventually bring fights here. 
	Louis Perry, an inspector for the California State Athletic Commission who travels the state watching fights and ensuring everything is done safely and within the rules, said it would be up to the commission to say yes or no to 8KB in Los Angeles. Assessing health risks would be the basis for the decision. 
	"Anything that brings more revenue to L.A. is a good thing, and big fights certainly do that," said 
	Perry, who is also president ofEncino's Kadima Security Services. "But the safety of the fighters is 
	our No. I priority, and there is no No. 2. As long as there's no safety risk then I'm all for these _ changes in the sport." 
	In addition to fighting in a smaller space and having the blows tracked at home, BKB bouts are 
	briefer: rounds last just two minutes instead of three and there are seven, not 12, in each bout. 
	DirecTV will place I 7 cameras around the arena. 
	"I don't claim this redesign will save boxing on TV, but we're certainly going to make it more 
	exciting and intense," said Long. 
	W11at is clear is that boxing fans will pay big money to see the most exciting fighters. 
	DirecTV won't say what it is projecting for sales of the inaugural fight card, nor what its long-tenn 
	viewership goals are. According to Nielsen Media Research, recent fights on HBO range from 
	700,000 to I .3 million viewers, and the hotly anticipated May 2 clash between Mayweather and 
	Pacquiao is expected to set a pay-per-view revenue record. 
	The current record is $152 million for Mayweather's 2013 fight with Saul "Canelo" Alvarez, which was purchased by over 2 million viewers at $65 for standard definition and $75 for high definition. A price to watch the May 2 clash of superstars has not yet been set but, according to reports, it is expected to be $89 for standard definition and $99 for HD, which would be a new high.

In accordance with best practices, the Office of Human Resources recommends that each Board: · 
	This topic is now included in the orientation training for new Board Members to ensure the information is disseminated in the future. 
	A new revision to the Performance Appraisal for Executive Officer (Evaluation Form) is 
	attached to the email distributing this process revision, and will also be available to Board 
	staff on the DCA Intranet. 
	EO Performance Evaluation Process March 9, 20i5 Page2 
	Executive Officer Performance Evaluation Process 
	The DCA recommends all Boards adhere to the process below, which meets Bagley-Keene Open Meeting Act requirements.

	• Determine the Board Meeting when the evaluation will occur and provide proper notice of the evaluation in the meeting agenda. Suggested language for the agenda:
